The
first impetus “of~:the  German on-
slaught was easily” brought
standstill by our men.

TREMENDOUS LOSSES.

Tremendoous losses were incurred
in this mad charge;,. bodies littered
two and three deep over the first
hundred yvards of their advance.” In
places. bodies rose like hedges and
impeded " the progress of the secong
and third German assaults, but num-
bers must soon tell, fresh bat-
talions of the- enemy, who always
appeared behind their fallen friends,
who had been wiped out by the hun-
dred by our shot and shell arrived,
through sheer momentum : of the
charge by such a huge mass in the
neighborhoood of our trenches.

Our men were prepared for this.
About twenty-five vards in front of
trenches deep pits. had been dug
twenty feet deep .and some
twenty feet wide. These were cover-
ed with branches and loose turf, just
as at Bannockburn centuries ago.
Into these the Germans fell in heaps,
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Oover the bodies in the pit, and when
this became impossible they prepared
for a fight at close quarters with
their bayvonets. i

I am informed that for nearly 24
hours the struggle for our first line
Of trenches continued. The carnage
was not one-sided. Indeed, this des-
perate encounter and the trenches
were filled with the bodies of German
and British, Superior numbers, how-
ever, compelled our men to retire on
the sceond day, for the fighting had
proceeded with unabated vigor.

DASH AGAINST GERMANS.

We had to retreat about five miles
when the third day of battle dawned.
A; general advance was then called
and our regiments dashed against the
iermans in  a final shock. Their
charges were irresistible and they
swept everything before them. The
Germans, however, had reckoned
without the British supporting army,
which came into action on Saturday,
an army of fresh young men, like the
London and Scottish, who were ask-
ed to join it at the eleventh hour, and
an army that had not been fatigued
in wet and muddy trenches. This ar-
my sprang to the attack and took the
Germans by surprise. The sting of
their onslaught drove the enemy
speedily over the ground they had
gained on the previous day. On and
on they charged, over fifteen miles of
country. After three days fighting

the British troops are now nearly ten |

miles in advance of their positions
of last week and the supreme effort
of the Germans has consequently-
failed.

The other day a group of us were
going on a pleasure trip.

She weént. She was delayed; it
took her twenty-five minutes instead
of twenty. The other woman was
picked up by a friend's automobile
and reached us in five minutes instead
of twenty, so six people had to wait
twenty minutes in order that one per-
son might save twenty. Incidentally
we missed a car and made bad con-
nections all the afternoon.

Of course the ultra efficient lady
could. not foresee that train of events,
but that is not the only time her
friends have had to pay the price of
her ultra efficiency, Moreover I think:
she, herself, is paying a steady price
for it.in nerve strain.

To my mind thrifty use of money or
material may also be carried to an
extreme of efficiency that makes it a
loss. Of course, when you are limit-
ed to certain resources it is a good
thing, instead of economizing simpiy
by doing without, to make these re-
sources cover a large field.
