| The following is Mr. Giow's speech,
delivered before.the Railway Committes,
against the granting of a charter to the
Toronto, Girey and Bruce Railway Com-
pany :— -

Mr. Gow held that there were charters
already granted covering the ground sup-
posed to be run over by the T'oronto, Grey
and Brace road, and it appeared to him
absurd for the committee to serionsly con-
sider the granting of another charter, in
view of this fact. Inasmuch as the Wel
lington, (irey and Bruce line had & char-
ter, and are doing something with it, he
held it wrong to start an opposing line.
He was aware that it had been granted for
ten years, but that was before the time
that it could be profitably run. Sines,
however, the County Council had built
several fine roads, they had improved the
country to such an extent that a railway
would ve remunerative. From his point
of view, he had no wish to deprive To-
ronto of any legitimate trade ; but he did |
wobject to sweeping all the trade to that
| section of country into Toronto without
any regard to.any other point, and he!
| held Guelph to be the natural outlet to
th& whole country. It might be urged
{ that they have been dilatory in putting |
the matter thfough, but the parties who
obtained the charter were a little ahead
of their time, but for all that had they
not obtained within the last *wo years
$240.000 voted by the municipalities
through which this road passed. This
( was an earnest of their determination in

the matter.. Such being the case, he
thought it a serious matter to grant a |
charter to a competing line. No com-
pany could build either of these roads
without being largely aided by the capi-
talist, of Britain. The effect of giving
the charter to the second line—
would be to makesthese parties hesitate
{in the matter, He assumed that the
Legislature meant well, and that being
the case, he was satisfied that the com-
mittee of the House would alsg hesitate
to grant a new charter in oppogition to
one now in afair way of being carried out.
Again he was satisfied that the Toronto
| people, if they would only reflect, had
their hands full in the railway from To.
| ronto to Nipissing. That being the case,
Lhe thought that it was still less necessary
to ask a charter from Toronto to Grey.— |
From Orangeville there was direct oppe-
sition already to the Wellington, Grey
and Bruce line, while the Northern and
Grand Trunk railway lines furnished suf-
ficient railway service for the districts |
| nearer the city. But if there was more
wanted than the Legislature has already
! granted, there was the Orangeville tram- |
way, & road on the light broad gauge
principle, so that if they did not embar-
rass them with a third charter, both will |
be under weigh in a very short time. So |
he held there was no necessity for a third |
road being chartered to develop this sec-
tion of country.
