For the Murder of His Mistress-Only 1
Five Feet High. 1

Sing Sing, N. Y., Aug. 5.—Richard 
Leach was electrocuted at 11:16 this 
morning. Seventeen hundred volts 
were turned into his body and then re- 
duced to 300. The current was turned 
on 1 minute and 57 seconds before death ensued. Leach walked to the chair as 
one resigned to his fate. Leash is the 
smallest man who has yet gine to tie 
chair being only five feet in height. 
Yesterday he told Warden Sage the 
story of his crime, and expressed regret 
for having committed the murder Mary

The crime was the murder of Tale 
Newkirk his mistress, and it is De 
lieved that jealousy was the actuating 
motive She died a short time after being assaulted. When Leach saw 
that he had committed murder he tried 
to commit suicide by cutting hits the his 
with the same knife. After he put III- 
throat he wrote on a state that he k 
ed Marv Newkirk, and also a note that 
he loved her, and before he would allow 
another man to live with her he killed 
her Leach and the woman had been 
drinking for some time before and both were intoxicated when the crime Tas 
committed. After Leach cut his throat 
he went to the twenty-second precinct 
station house and gave himself up to 
Capt. Houghty, confessing the murder. 
Leach was then taken to the hospital, where he was kept until his wound 
healed, and then tried and convicted.
