The East Middlesex Teachers' Associa- 
tion was called to order at 10:30 a.m. ; M r. 
B.L. Bryant, of Hyde Park, the president, 
in the chair. In the absence of Miss 
Peacock, Miss Jeffery, of London West, 
was appointed secretary.

On motion of Mr. Dearness a committee 
consisting of Miss McColl, Mrs. Hawkins 
and Mr. J. C. Robson was appointed to 
bring in a report indicating what the 
teachers may do to promote the observance 
of the recent act respecting the use of 
tobacco by school children and minors.

The question was raised as to whether 
the clauses of the Truancy Act were being 
enforced by the trustees of rural schools as 
required by law. Mr. Littlejohns was 
called on to relate what his trustees had 
done (school section No. 21, London town- 
ship.) He stated that there were several 
instances of neglect to attend school in his 
section. The trustees appointed the man 
who acts as truant officer in London West 
to enforce the act in their section. As a re- 
suit of the enforcement of the law the 
average attendance was increased by fifteen 
in a week. Miss Platt stated that the 
children in her school of the family where 
the father had been summoned by the 
truant officer had attended regularly ever 
since.

The proposal to raise the standard of the 
entrance examination elicited a spirited 
and lengthy discussion, in which Miss 
Rumball, Mr. Robson, Mr. Watt, Miss 
Goulding, Mr. Liddicoatt, Mr. Bradley and 
others took part. The arguments in favor 
were that the first form work of the high 
school can be done cheaper in the public 
school, and that by raising the standard 
those who do not go to the high school 
would be induced to remain longer in the 
public school. Against the change it was 
held among other reasons that the present 
standard is high enough for the ungraded 
public school to undertake. After a long 
discussion the teachers decided unani- 
mously against the proposed change.

Miss Jenny Goulding made an interesting 
report on the proceedings of the Provincial 
convention. She repeated the salient 
points in each of the addresses that had 
been delivered at that meeting.

AFTERNOON session.
The afternoon session opened with a 

large attendance of teachers, too many for 
the seating capacity of the hall.

The president presented diplomas to 
those taking the highest standing in each 
municipality at the last three high school 
entrance examinations. The winners at 
the July, 1892, examination were: Morley 
Lane, for Dorchester, S. 8. No. 12; Fred. 
Conner, London township, S. S. No. 17; 
Fannie Graham, London West; Ida Bodkin, 
Delaware, S. S. No. 2; Vina Bernard, 
Nissouri, S. S. No. 8; Stella Mann, West- 
minster, S. S. No. 17; Emerson Hodgins, 
Lucan; Hattie Brooks, Biddulph, S. 8. 
No. 7: Amanda Robinson, McGillivray, 
S. S. No. 8. Those of the preceding ex- 
aminations were published before.

The diplomas awarded on the results of 
the public school leaving examination were 
also presented. Both diplomas are very 
fine specimens of the lithographer’s art, 
and the pupils who merited them have good 
reason to feel proud of them.

Mr. Dearness announced that he was 
authorized by the Education Department 
to issue orders to the amount of $30 to the 
graded schools represented at the leaving 
examination.

Mr. Dearness pointed out the excel, 
lencies in Mr. Row's book as compared 
with other manuals the teachers are using 
for composition in junior classes.

Mr. R. M. Graham, principal of the 
London Model School, was called on and 
ably laid down the lines upon which the 
elementary teaching in the English language 
should be conducted.

Miss Emily Howard, Lambeth, then ad- 
dressed the association on practical 
psychology. The fundamental principle 
she dwelt on was: The teacher should 
endeavor to have the pupil use the knowl- 
edge he already possesses in acquiring new 
truths. Psychology deals with the raw 
materials — the processes and finished 
products of the mind. Sensations being 
the basis of presentation, school rooms 
should be supplied with objects for counters 
and maps, globes, etc., for later instruc- 
tion. Voluntary association should be 
gained by making subjects interesting and 
attractive. Like events should be as- 
sociated. History taught topically. The 
several Reform bills taken in succession, 
the teacher using the voters' list in the 
school room to introduce the idea of laws 
and law-makers. Perception, a faculty of 
the mind, should be developed by observa- 
tion. and there should be much illustrative 
teaching, so that pupils may gain clear 
perceptions.3

After a discussion on Miss Howard's 
paper. Miss Nellie Davidson, McGil vray, 
took up practical language training The

AN AWFUL DISASTER.Another Arrest Made-The Prisoner Was 
jo Company with the Trio. The 

Boy Was Burke's Son—Toe 
Desperadoes Losing

Their Spirit.

Two Hundred Lvos Lost by Fire in 
China.

Disastrous Storm in the Northwestern 
Pomon of Britain.WILSON PARTIALLY IDENTIFIED.

Wilson and Burke were taken yesterday 
afternoon to the county jail. Jailer Kelly 
recognized Wilson immediately as a man 
who had been incarcerated there about two 
years ago. On turning up the records it 
was found that Wilson had been sent down 
for twenty days 0,1 a charge of drunken- 
boss in 1890. He gave the same name and 
address then as now—James Wilson, of 
Toronto. It transpires that the youth 
who escaped down Maple street was 
Burke’s son, a lad about 13 years of age. 
Burke is a man about 40 years of age and 

nothing is known beyond the fact 
that he once served in the American army.

OUTSIDE DETECTIVES HERE.
The police here have been quietly bring- 

in in outside detectives in an endeavor to 
laentity the prisoners. Chief Detective 
Day of the G.T. R., who knows about 
every crook in the Province, did not 
recognize them. The celebrated Alf. 
Cuddy of Toronto, who is intimately 
acquainted with Queen City ruffianism, 
was here, but he had never seen W ilson 
before. Detective Davies, of Toronto; 
Chief Fewings, of St. Thomas, and other 
officials have seen the prisoners, but know 
them not.

THEIR "PHYSIOGS" TAKEN.
Before being taken to the jail Burke and 

Wilson were given a "sitting" by the 
police photographer, who got a couple of 
g g . Wilson’s face is one that 
weuld be exceedingly hard on any camera. 
Said a prominent lawyer: “1 was walking 
southward on Richmond street just before 
the shooting and saw the three together in 
front of the Merchants’ Bank. 1 lie man 
with the moustache, who gave his name as 
Burke, was lying on the sidewalk drunk. 
The stout fellow (Wilson) was trying 
to get him on his feet and the young one 
carried an overcoat. I remarked to a 
friend, who was with me, what a vicious 
looking face the stout fellow had. He was 
smooth shaven and had one of those 
square-cut,I.ull dog countenances. My com- 
panion said he had noticed it too. A few 
minutes after, when I saw the patrol going 
up, I instinctively associated its mission 
with the fellows we had seen."

ANOTHER ARREST MADE.
Yesterday afternoon Policemen Egelton 

and Alton arrested a stranger on a vacant 
lot on Waterloo street. P. C. Alton 
recognized him as a man he had seen 
in company with Wilson, Burke and 
the boy two or three days before. 
The fellow gave his name as James Bolan 
and his address as Cobourg. He admitted 
he had met the trio and been in their com- 
pany, but denied that he knew anything 
more about them. He was detained on a 
charge of vagrancy.

WILSON WAS QUARRELSOME.
An hour or so before the tragedy on 

Richmond street the trio were at the 
corner of King and Clarence streets. 
One of them attempted to commit a 
nuisance in front of Levy’s pawn- 
shop. Isaac Levy came out, and Wil- 
son, who is a powerful fellow, picked him 
up and threw him in the middle of the 
road. Mr. Young, the liveryman, wan 
near by and Wilson threatened to tackle 
him if he helped Levy. The ruffians then 
walked down Dundas street. A couple of 
ladies were frightened by their conduct and 
took refuge in Fessenden’s store. Wilson 
opened the door, shouted at them and 
walked off.

THEIR SPIRIT IS COWED.
There has been a great change in the 

demeanor of Wilson and Burke since they 
have been put in the cells of the jail. 
When first arrested they were defiant 
and boastful and apparently uncon- 
cerned. But they have evidently begun 
to realize their situation and are scared 
men. ‘They do not say much, but their 
pallid faces, cowed manner and anxiety to 
know the condition of Detective Phair 
ind cate that their feelings are far from 
inditierent.

PHAIR SLOWLY SINKING.
At an ear y hour this morning Detective 

Phair’s condition was worse and he seemed 
to be slowly sinking. He was conscious 
and evinced a desire to talk, but 
his attendants are under orders to 
forbid him doing so. Hopes of his re- 
covery are very slight, but he 
may live for days. The location of the 
bullet being a matter of doubt prevents a 
definite medical opinion as to his actual 
condition being given at present. His son 
John, of San Francisco, is now on his way 
home and is expected Tuesday or Wednes- 
day. Tanbark has been spread on the 
street railway tracks and the sidewalk in 
front of Mr. Phair’s residence to deaden 
the sound and policemen are stationed 
there to prevent fast driving.

THE END IS NEAR.
At the time of going to press Detective 
Harry Phair is sinking fast. It is thought 
he will not survive the night. He passed 
last night very restlessly and all hope of 
saving him has been abandoned.
