The court was led to hold that the 
contempt proceedings In this case 
must be civil In nature because crim­
inal punishment Is exercised by courts 
to force persons to do acts command­
ed in the present case the court took 
the view that the labor men were be- 
lug sent to jail not to make them do 
something the court ordered, but be­
cause of "something they had done.

Inasmuch as all the difference ber

stove and Range Company have been adjudicated, including the boycott 
case out of which the contempt pro- 
cardings arose, today’s decision is 
probably the last heard of the famous 
action.
