Peking, Chihli Province, China, Nov. 
16.—We have made a long journey 
through China. We have seen many 
Chinese under many circumstances. And 
everywhere the same impression—mar­
vellous industry. We have travelled by 
modern steamboat on the river and by 
modern railroad on land, we have seen 
Chinese in iron foundries, telegraph of - 
fices, banks, even rubbing elbows with 
the westerner in big hotels, in treaty 
ports, and riding in automobiles on for- 
sign-made roads, but all this is not the 
real China, the true Chinese.

Everywhere there are signs of an 
awakening, but China is a tremend­
ous lump of dough, and though leaven 
has been sprinkled here and there across 
the empire, and risings and uprisings are 
becoming more frequent, yet the real 
China still works and sweats with the 
ages old inventions, is content with the 
products of its once splendid creative 
ability, is satisfied with an ingenuity, 
patience, and industry which have be- 
came Immemorial.

We have seen some of China’s contri- 
butions to human knowledge and pro- 
gress. We have seen how the Chinese 
gives expression to his sense of beauty 
in iron and bronze, on paper and 
silk, in wood and porcelain.

Chinese Love Luxury.
Nothing Is too significantly utilitarian
