Nearly Nine Million Negroes Form Part 
of Population.

Washington, D. <X, Oct. 11.—The final 
census report on the population of the 
United States .by sex, nativity and colo.- 
Was issued today.

It shows that the males number 30,- 
050,242 or 51.2 per cent, of the total 
population in 1900. The Increase of 13.- 
233.631, in total population since 1800, 
is made up of 6,744,179 Aales and 6,- 
480,452 females, an increase of 20.9 per 

males and 21 per cent, of females. 
The foreign born element have increased 
only 12.4 per cent, and the native-born 
population 22.5 per cent, since 1890. As 
to color and race the population in 1900 
comprises 66,990,802 white persons, and 
9,312,586 colored persons, the latter com­
prising 8,840,786 persons of negro de­
scent.

As 
against this was Rogers’ own state­
ment to Brown, a. reporter of the Prov­
ince, in which, speaking of marooning, 
he used the words: “We did this and 
did that.” Brown gave his evidence 
fairly, taking pains to ‘teH the court 
where he had embellished the interview 
in the published report. Then there was 
Rogers’ remark to Brown: “Are the 
police after me?” Rogers contradicted 
Brown’s
thought Brown’s evidence should be 
taken in preference to Rogers’.

Rogers said he rowed near the scene 
of the outrage and then rawed away 
without having any knowledge of the 
matter. The court though^ it improba­
ble that Rogers, being a walking dele­
gate and vice-president or the union, 
would do this. Rogers swore he did not 
urge violence. How he cotid swear this 
when he did counsel force in his letter 
to the press, the court could not under­
stand.

Pekin, Oct. 12.—The Dowager Em­
press has issued two edicts, one 
which establishes three new boards 
abolishes many minor offices. The 
other one issued to officials to enforce 
the reforms decreed in recent edicts, 
and says:

“Myself and the Emperor for the past 
year have slept on wormwood and eat­
en gajl." (Chinese metaphor for nour­
ishing vengeance.)
