A Quiet Time in the House Yesterday—The De-
bate on the Address Still Unfinished.

The debate in the local house yesterday
was quiet, after the lively time of the day
before. /The only cross firing was between
the government and one of their sup; ¢
Mr. Millar, who en the merits of the rivers
and streams bill, took sides against the
government so far as it affected small
streams, His speech was most important,
as showing the value of the timber in the
disputed territory. The honse adjourned at
six, Mr,. Meredith proposing this as the
opposition intended to move an ameudment
to the address, and the debate could not be
finished yesterday. =

Mr. McLaughlin (West Durham) said
that the opposition not being able to defend
the constitutional question were drsgging in
other issues in order to obscure it. Canadd
always claimed territory tour hundred and
fifty miles west of the Lake of the Woods,
and Sir Johd Macdonald expended money
with that idea. It was not until 1870,
after the separation of Ontario and Quebee
that the dominion government took any
different view. There had been no undue
delay- in m&king the award, and the
terms of the appointments,and the language
of the award showed thatit was mesnt to
be findl and conclusive. THe Deminion
.government in passing the . Manitoba act
expressed the og'nion that it ' was giving
the whole of the disputed territory to
Mavitoba. The opposition expressed their
indifference to territory which would yield
a large sum, perhaps 8 million a year, if
the value were capitalized and. placed at
interest, when their leaders at-Ottawa re-
fused to hand it over. He trusted: that
the opposition would yet join in not only
securing her territory for Ontario, but also
her provineial rights.

Mr. Robertson (West Hastings), gave
the government credit for what they had
done in getting evidence by the agricultur-
al commission. B
ture which it was hinted would be estab-
lished would be too costly. Farmers were
not in favor of abolishing _market fees, as
they got better priees for their produce  at
market than by private sale.
