AN UNPARALLELED RECORD.

Terrible Loss of Life Among Gioucester
Fishermen.

GLOUCESTER, Mass., March 31.—The
schooner Maggie, overdue, is given up as
lost. She went on the George's trip five
weeks ago and had twelve men on board,
Since the August gale cighteen vessels
have been lost from this port with all
their crews, which together with the men
lost overboard and in dories makes the
record 249 men lost, leaving behind as
near as can be ascertained 65 widows and
134 children. The record is unparalleled
in the history of the business of this port.

The lowest estimate places the dead at
75 and the wounded at 150, ;

This morning there was an entire ab:
sence of excitement. People went abont
their business as usual, but the scenes at
the hospitals where the dead and wounded
are lying were pitiable in the extreme, A
singular feature is the apparent respecta-
bility of the victims, Nearly all wore
good clothes, and- many had considerable
sums of money on their persons. Compara-
tively few appear to have peen harmed.
The majority of the wounded declare they
were attracted by curiosity alone and there
is every reason to believe them. There
was no preconcerted movement. The
whole outbreak was spontaneous, A few
handsful of soldiers or polige well mancen-
vered could have kept the crowd at bay
without bloodshed. The fakt is there was
as much absence of discipline among the
authorities as in the ranks of the mob.
The agitation was fanned by a horde of
thieves and ruffians bent on plunder, who
now thet quiet is restored are hastening
away as fast as they came.

At midday there is no relaxation of the

preparations for defense, The barricades
still remain across all the avenues of ap-
proach to the county buildings, and be-
hind them stand the militia with fixed
bayonets. The police are resting. Though
the general feeling is that there will be no
further outbreak, there are not a lacking
of men who predict otherwise, The
citizens’ committee has adopted resolutions
thanking the governor and the National
guard for the efficient aid rendered, and
pledging support to the mayor in the
course he has adopted, and promising to
furnish additional means if necessary; also
recommending that the court of common
pleas proceed at once to dispose of the
criminalécases, ~ " N
The situation at noon was such that the
governor ordered the troeps en route to
veturn.  The fourth and fourteenth regi-
ments have been relieved and the rest of
the troops will be held in"Cincinnati till
furthe * orders,
The general opinion is that no further
trouble will happen, although there are re-
ports of meetings of socialistic organiza-
tions and indignation meetings of laboring
men, and that dynamite and nitro-glycer-
ine bombs will be brought into play. The
committee selected to advise the mayor
has decided to advise the withdrawal of
the military and the appointment of a suf-
ficient special police force. It thought the
presence of the militia acts asa menace to
the mob, The recommmendation has been
forwarded to she governor, and the troops
will probably leave to-morrow.

About 5 this evening a number of sol-
diers from Columbus were asleep against a
stone wall, when a gun leaning against the
wall fell and was discharged.

ZoNEsTOwN, Pa., March 31.—Jato
Shelly shot and killed two brothers named
Morrill here to-day. The shooting grew
out of the marriage yesterday of Ida Mor-
rill, a sister of the brothers, to Sheily.
For nearly two years Ida, who is a hand-
some, well-educated “woman, 22 year old,
the daughter of Levi C. Morrill, a well-

known citizen, has been receiving the at-
tentions of Shelly contrary to the wishes
of her parents; She moved in the best so-
ciety of the place. Shelly -came to Zones-
town aboutfive years ago, and during that
time has acquired a notorious reputation,
figuring in all the rows in the town. He
naet-Miss Morrillabout a year ago and &
warm attachment sprang up between them. .
As-soon as the f: came & matter of |
gossip Miss Morrill’s’ parents commanded
her to cease “encouraging Shelly’s atteir
tions, ° .

Not long ago James Morrill met Shelly
on the village street and asked him if Ke
had said he could marry his sister when-
ever he wished to? Shelly laughed, and
said he thought he could. Hot words and
a rough and tumble fight ensued, in which
young Morrill was l{ beaten. This oc-
currence heightened the. feeling inst
Shelly among the Morrills, and James
threatened  to 'shoot Shelly. rAt’irrpetml
watch was kept on' Miss Morrili’s move-
ments, and she never had a chance to meet
her lover except in the presence of a third
party. Yesterday ~afternoon she was
found to be missing, and, after waiting in
vain for her ap ce, her father set out
for the village in search of her.
