An Unconstitutional Proposal.

Dr. James Beaty, Q.C., moved the next 
resolution:

That this meeting disavows and repudiates 
the claims publicly expressed by the Hon. 
Edward Blake and others of the Liberal 
party in England that there is any real 
analogy between the system of constitutional 
government in Canada and the proposed sys­

in all parts of the world.

Mr. Beaty, in an able speech in support 
of the resolution, showed that Mr. Blake’s 
proposal was unconstitutional. 4‘I have 
read all that has been reported of Mr. 
Blake’s speeches in Ireland and England, 
especially those interesting letters which 
were communicated by my friend, Mr. 
Howard, to find out what Mr. Blake was 
after. We know the hon. gentleman’s 
legal acumen, and I must confess that I 
was astonished to find that he was propos­
ing to establish anything in Ireland analo­
gous to what we have in Canada.”

Continuing, Mr. Beaty, quoting from 
Mr. Blake’s speeches, said that he pro­
mised to give Ireland what he would 
not have proposed for Canada itself. As 
might have been expected, Mr. Beaty brought 
Scripture to his aid, and he compared the 
integrity of the British Empire to Nebu­
chadnezzar’s great image with its head of 
gold. “Ireland is part of that great image, 
which cannot without disaster be dismem­
bered.” On moral, social, political and re­
ligious grounds he stoutly opposed the pro­
posed measure of Home Rule, and called 
upon all to protest against such disastrous 
legislation. _ , .

The land question and every other Irish 
question could be settled by the Imperial 
Parliament. He would give to Ireland 
some well-considered measure of local 
government, the same as he would give to 
Scotland aud Wales.
