SHE COURSE OF TRE STORM.

Several Vessels Siak and RBun Aground in |

Lake Ontario—Hundreds of Lives Lost
and Millions of Dollars Damage From
Georgia to New York State—Telegraph
Bervice Demuralized,

Following the great rains of Monday,
yosterday saw & windstorm on the lake
that sent the white caps high into the aiz.
The storm was greatest at the southern
part of the lake, and from the shore the
dashing of the waves could be seen miles
off against the horizon. ;.

The steamers of this port for the most
part canceled their dates and stayed at
their docks. On the Niagara River Line
the Chippewa made one round trip in the
morning, bat tied up at her doc_k in the
afternoon. During her outward trip a man
mamed Patrick Raussell fell overboard at
the eastern gap. He was speedily rescued
little the worse for his wetting. The Chi-
cora sailed across. in the morning, but re-
mained at Niagara in the afternoon. The
Cibola remained in port all' day across the
lake.

On the Hamilton line the Macassa and
the Modjeska made their regular tsips.
The Entpress of lndia made her regular
trips, but the Lakeside and Garden City
tied up for the day. A

No schooners or yachss came into port,
but, so far as can - be ascertained, the only
Toronto vessel which met with any mis-
fortune was the ~yacht Escape, which ran
aground between Niagara and Pory D‘a.l-
housie. Little or no damage resulted. The
yacht Majel and the steam yacht Carmona
of Belleville were alsé driven aground on
the American shore“near Niagara, the
formier being in very bad shape.

MANY DISASTERS AT ROCHESIER.

A Kingston Schooner Comes Ashore

Without a Orew.

Rocuester, N.Y., Aug. QQ.—Llst night's
storm was ong of the worst ever known on
Lake. Ontario. Reports of ‘ wrecks bave
come in constantly all day. Laat dight the
tug Proctor of Ogdensburg left Charlotte
for Ogdensburg with three sehooners loaded
with coal, the Matthews, Wheeler and
Jennie Mills, When 45. miles out the
Matthews broke her tow and has not since
been heard from. Thecaptainis Frank Lumb,
the stowardess Miss Bertha Robiuson, and
there are four seamen. Later the Mills
was found to be sinking. The FProctor,
although disabled, rescued Captain Langan
and two seamen. Two other unknown
seamen were drowned, and also Mrs. Mary
Seguin, the utewn‘%esa.

The Wheeler went down off Forest Lawn,
about eight miles east of here. Its crew
was saved.

The Proctor, Capt. W. A. Russell, came
back to Charlotte. The three schooners
and their cari‘es were valued at $42,000;
insurance not kmown.

In thie city more rain tell than ever be-
fore in the same length of time, trees were
blown down by the scores and small build-
ings unroofed.

The Rome, Watertown and Ogdensbary
Railway bridge over the Genesee at Char-
lotte was damaged, and an engine lifted off
the track by the winds All througk West-
ern New York the c¢orn crop was greatly
damaged, also apples and small fruits.

At the Retsof salt’ mines, Livingston
County, Elliott Wetherell was killed this
morning by dropping 1000 feet in a  bucket
to the bottom of the shaft, the brake
fuiling to work because of water in the
wheel pit.

At Churchville an old man named Craw-
ford was probably fatally injured by fall-
ing with a limb which he was cutting from
a tree that blocked the street. "

HEBEAVY RAIN AT BUFFALO,

Street Car Service Demoralized—Serious
Damage to Crops,

Burraro, N.Y., Aug. 29.—The heaviest
rainfall known in the history of the signal
service fell on Buffalo and western New
York between noon yesterday and 8 o’clock
this morning. 3

In the 24 hours 4.22-100th inches had
fallen, which is about Western New York’s
average per month. In that time the
weather office estimates 3,600,000,000 gal-
lons of water fell, on Buffalo. The wind
was very high, ruaning up to 40 miles an
hour. ; :

About midnight the street car service
was paralyzed by the breaking of trolley
wires, . All over the city trees are down
and windows have been broken in by the
weight of the rain. In the outlying coun-
try districts damage to the crops has been
very large. In the summer ‘camps along
the lake -shore terror reigned; tents were
blown away, and the campers ere left at
the mercy of the wind and rain. In the
lower part of the city the street car tracks
are under water, and the cars have been
stopped.

SAvANNAH, Ga., Aug. 20.—The fatalities
resulting from the hurricans of yesterday
will pumber over 70. Of these one-half are
now known to be dead; the rest are missing,

Twelve barks and barkentines were blown
high and dry upon the marsh.

The ruin at quarantineé is complete. The
wharves are gone, the new fumigating plant,
which has cost the city so much money, is
in the bottom of the sea, and mine vessels,
which were waiting there for release to
come to the city, are high and dry in the
marsh and no doubt will be total wrecks.

The tug Paulson, from Tybee, reports four
negroes engaged in clearing the railroad
tracks and a sailor and the eabin boy on the
schooner Harold are drowned.

It is reported that eight of the crew of a
terrapin sloop which went ashore on the
south end were drowned.

The storm was worse on Tybee Island,
which is at the ~mouth of the Savannah
River, aud is the port of the city.

Later: The hist of fatalities is gradually
growing, and it is impossible to tellto what
extent it will grow. Several bodies of
drowned persons have been picked up, and
gearch is now being made for others who
are missing. Kvery hour brings some new
story of death as the result of the storm.

A Blow at the Windy City,

Cricaco, Aug. 29.—A very severe wind:
storm passed over this section of the coun-
try last night, Bus three boats leit port
during the night.

A general storm in midwinter ocould
scarcely have wrought more damage to the
telegraph compunies than did the gale.
Business between the entireline of Atlantic
states and.this city is nearly paralyzed.
The grea work of wires of the Western
Union co! 1y suffered to an alarming ex-
tent. In places east of Buffalo and along the
Baltimore and Ohio and Washington, the
ravages of the storm were responsible for
the wholesale destruction of wires. Line
repairers fairly swarm over the storms-
swept territory and the information comes
from the western side of this sea of destruc-
tion that their work is going to be the most
difficalt in years.

Poles are down in stretchesof five miles
and the wires are anapped, bent and lashed
into useless tangles of inextricable puzzles.
Occurring as it has/ when the eyes of the
West are most directed upon the capital
and when the pulse of trade has 1o
stand still, because of the absence of the
electrical tingle, the work ot the "storm _is
more keenly felt. Matters at the Board
of Trade and at the Stock Exchange
looked dubious to-day.

The Shore Littered With Wrecks.

NEew . York, Aug. 29.—The storm was
very severe and did much damage to pro-
perty along the beach. The shore of Grave-
send Bay is littered with wrecks of yachts
and small boats. Along the Lower Hudson
it was the worst storm experienced for
many years.

BerLIN, Aug. 29.-~An old man of nearly

supposed by the villagers to be a wealthy
German, died suddenly on Thursday night.

The hurried manner in which the man
was buried after his death, which was given
out as being from apoplexy, aroused suspi-
cion and a number of prominent persons in
the village petitioned the coroner to hold
an inquest, which will be done at once by
Dr. Bowlby of Berlin, who has given
orders to have the body exhumed for that
purpose.

Citizens Are Talking of Getting a Sunday
Suivice Indopendent of the Torouto
Railway Company,

There is much dissppointment among the
13,128 who voted for Sunday cars ‘on
Baturday and fuiled to get them. They
feel sore over the thing and are not dis.
posed to take their medicine quietly.

. Among the Sunday car people there is a
widespread opinion that something should
be done to find out what the legal rights of
these 13,128 people really are in regard’ to
Snm}luy trausit, or if they have any rights
at all. 1

The outcome of the rm‘«it agitation will
be the formation of & society for in-
vestigating ‘the theoretical’ and prac-
tical side of the Lord’s' Day Observ-
ance - Act. This ~society will re-
tain counsel to have many doubtful gues.
tions legally ‘determined.  Among ithese
questions may be mentioned : g

Whether a coachman for a private family
can pursue his calling on Sungny!

Whether ferry boats can legally run to
the Island on Sunday ?

- Whether coupes aud livery rigs can be
engaged on Sunday ?

Whether telephone employes are violating
the luw by working on Sunday ?

Whether the daily newspapers can legally
make their compositors work on Sunday
nights ?

hese are only a few of many seemingly
irregular and inconsistent exceptions to the
Bunday Act. They will be enquired into.

As the law stands at present, the Toronte
railway company is prohibited from estab-
lishing a - Bunday service until ‘a vote of
citizens is taken asking for it. In accept-

vl: ing the agreement of the city for the sale

of the franchise, the company apparently
tied up their rights in this way. While
the company occupies this position, indi-
vidual citizens in Toronto enjoy whatever
rights are common to eitizens in other
cities. If 13,000 people in Toronvo desire
trausit convenience on Sunday they can
probably obtain this convenience through
another medium than the Toronto railway
company. a v "

One means suggested for securing b cheap
and satisfactory Sunday service is the
establishment of a new company to operate
a horsescar system on 'Sundays. The To-
ronto Railway may be tied up, but other
individuals and companies are not in the
same box. If they can run cars in St.
Catharines, in Hamilton, in Windsor, at
Niagara Fulls on Sunday, why can’t they do
the same thing in Toronto? That's what is
bothering the 13,000 people who want the
cars. If a company were to begin a service
as suggested, it is difficult to see how
they could be iuterfered with, as long as
the same kind of thing was allowed
in other cities. Suppose a bobtail car
were placed on the belt line next Sunday
by a private individual, it is doubtful
whether anyone could stop it. A bobtail
car is merely a peculiar form of coach or
carriage. If the Toronto Railway Company
didn't interfere with the ear running we
fail to see who else could have a right to
do so. This car would not destroy the city
streets, and if ‘the ordinary vehicles of
citizeris are allowed to run along the car
tracks why not our’bobtail car?

Provided, then, the Toronto Railway
Company doesn’t interfere (and we fail to
see why is should), we think & bobtail
service could be established that would. fill
the bill during the interim between nuw
and the legalization of the regular service.

Should there be any law discriminating

between a bobtail car and a bus on the
streets, then it might be necessary for cur
supposed company to substitute the latter.
There is running in several cities on the
other side astyle of bus cailed carette,
which looks a good deal like . the ordinary
street car. If necessary this style of ve-
hicle conld be introduced. The traffic in
Yonge, Kinog, Queen and the other principal
streets is such that the service suggested
would easily pay ils own way. If necessary
10 cents per trip could becharged aud there
would be little grumbling about paying this
amount. Theservice would beself-sustaining.
There is a serious agitation going on at
the present time to begin operations in this
way.
R iuother idea that has been suggested is
e £ mation of a Sunday Transit Club.
A membership fee of §1 would entitle mem-
bers to the privilege of riding in the club’s
vehicles which would ran on all the princi-
pal streets at stated intervals. It would
not be n difficult matter for such 4 club to
secure for Sunday a sufficient number of
commodions vehicles to attend to their
wants. = Club members would be identified
by a badge and they would have the privi-
lege of extending the privilege of riding to
their friends. Or the club might introduce
the carette idea.,

The promoters of these ideas hope to for-
mulate'them into a policy within the mnext
few days and are anxiovs to have an ex-
pression of opinion thereon through the
columns of the press. Those who are
willing to join an association for the pur-
poses above mentioned are requested to
send vheirnames to The World in- the
meantime.

Goldwin Smith on the Dwindled Majority,

Editor Telegram,—The majority against
Sunday cars has dwindled in 18 months from
4000 to 1000, and many of those who voted
i the negative, we may be sure, were in-
fluenced by the business arguments torcibly
used against the particular scheme rather
than by religious or social objections to a
Sunday service. We cannot doubt which
way the tidegis running, especially if we
look abroad and note the current of opinion
in other cities. The next wave, if the con-
troversy is renewed with the same violence,
may sweep away not only the prohibition
of Sunday cars, but a good deal of the
popular attachment to the clergy, who are
placed by their resistance in an invidious
position, though no reasonable man could
question their right or duty to come for-
ward as advisers of their congregations on
a religious question.

THE ADMIRALTY UNDETERRED BY
. THE L0SS OF THE VICTORIA,

An- Attack in the House of Commons on
the Construction of British Warships
1 —Ten More Vessels to Be Built of the

' Bame Dimensions as the Vietoria,

. LoxpoN, Aug. 28.—In the House of
Commons to-day Mr. Edward T. Gourley,
member for Sunderland ‘and a well-known
shipbuilder, asked whether, since the sink-
ing of the warship Victoria, the Govern-
ment’s attention had been directed to the
ivicism of experts at home and abroad as
ta the utility of ships of monster size, and
whether an enquiry would be made regard-
ing the capability of the lower structure of
‘such ships to prevent capsizing in the
event of some of their compartmenta filling
with water. He,also asked whether the
iralty - officials were aware that the
lower stracture of these ships when pierced
might, as in the case of the Victoria, dis-
turb the centre of gravity and cause them
to “‘turn turtle.” '

Right Hon. Sir U. J. Kay-Shuttleworth,
Secretary to the Admiralty, replied that
the Admiralty had not failed to consider
the criticisms referred to, but was decided-
ly of the opinion that it would be advisable
to build more shipsof the dimensions al-
ready decided upon in view of the strength
of thoss they might encounter in cass of
war. - The Admiralty saw no reason for a
special inquiry into the subject, as the
question: of the lower structure had ne-
eesgarily been dealt with in designing  the
ships.

Views of a Naval Oonstructor, -

Sir E. J. Reed, member for Cardiff, who
was for a number of years chief constructor
of the navy, declared that the disaster to
the Victoria was just what had been antici-
pated in regard to this‘class of vessels for
yearspast. Ashipwithalargearmored centre
citadel and unarmored ends was bound to
capsize if badly injared in the ends, How
many more ships, he asked, would have to
capsize before the Admiralty gave up the
construction of such vessels? Owing to the
requirements of these vessels, the space
taken: up by the men’s quarters, and so
forth, it was impossible to provide them
with reliable watertight compartments.

Right Hon. George J, Goschen, formerly
First Lord of the Admiralty, said he re-
gretted the tendency shown by the Seécre-
tary to the Admiralty to make light of the
loss of the Victoria,  In view of the opin-
ion of experts, that a like fate might over-
take other vessels, a tull and immediatein-
quiry into the construction of this class of
warships was desirable.

Bogus Rams,

Admiral Field said that the standard for
the navy should be based upon the'work
that the navy had todo. This was\not
taken into consideration by the framers of
the naval estimates. Ten more first-class
ships were required, especially effective
rams. A large sum of money had been
spent upon vessels that looked like rams,

Lthat could do no more exeoution than a man
tilting against & stone wall with a thimble
on his nose.

In the course of a general reply the
Secretary to the Admirality said that a
further inquiry in regard to the loss of the
Victoria would be instituted if the Admir-
alty should comsider it advisable, The
House thea adjourned.

British and Franco-Russian Navies.

When the navy estimates came up for
consideration, the Right Hon. George
Hamilton (Con.), member for Ealin,
Division of Middlesex and lately First
Lord of the Admiralty, attacked the Gov-
ernment for neglecting to maintain the
eofficieney of the mavy. He declared that
unless a determined effort was made, to con-
struct new warships England’s supremacy
on the sea would vanish within three ienrn.
Already the French and Russian battle
ships together reached a total of 25,
against 22 effective British vessels of that
class. France and Russia have 10 battle
ships in course of construction, while Great
Britain has only three. In first-class cruis-
ers, only was Great Britain slightly superior
to France and Russia. He suggested that
supplementary estimates be allowed for the
purpose of pushing on the work of building
new warships.

Sir William Vérnon Harcourt,Chancellor
of vhe Excbequer, replying to Lord George
Hamilton, held that the superiority of the
British navy over the navies of other coun-
tries was never so great as now. He denied
the accuracy ot the figures presented by
Lord George Hamilton. The Chancellor of
the Exchequer concluded by declaring that
the Government was tully alive to all 1ts
obligations and would maintain the naval
superiority of Great Britain.
