THE MAGDALEN'S HEARTLESS COUNSEL.

It is really too bad about Mrs. Beaton.
Here is a case where a woman who had
gone -astray was trying her best to re-
establish her good name in the commu-
nity where ghe resided (see her lawyer’s
tear-drawing appeal to the jury on the
Penitent Magdalen). But, poor woman,
she placed herself in the hands of a

youthful lawyer, and look at hef unfor-.

tunate position to-day. Humiliating a8
was Mrs. Beaton’s position immediate-
ly after the publication of the truth
(otherwise called the libel) by the
eighteen papers that were sued, it is not
to be compared with the deplorable ex-
hibition that was made of the lady's
character in the court room. For the
sake of decent people, Mr. Osler consent-
ed to withhold the plaintiff’s maiden
name. The exposure of her “terible re-
cord,” he said, would overwhelm her
friends in disgrace. Mrs.Beaton was very
badly advised when she decided to get
back her good name by suing the news-
papers, instead of by following the good
old-fashioned Bible method of repent-
ance. The lawyers who handled Mrs.
Beaton's case truly made a mess of it.
The plaintiff must have passed a wretch-
ed time during the past year, especially

| when she was examined, and later dur-

ing the trial. Her_ whole shameful con-
duct was exposed in publie, before a
crowded court room, and in a city where
she was known. The men who advised her
to face the enemy,when they knew that
the fusilade meant certain death, ought
to feel their situation very keenly, that
is, il they have left any semse of feel-
ing or any shame. Mrs. Beaton's ad -
visers were either extremely stupid or
extremely heartless. If they were not
heartless they were stupid in imagining
that a verdict could be obtained in the.
face of the terrible evidence that - the
plaintiff was obliged to tell against her-
self. If they were mot stupid they. were
heartless in exposing a lady who was
repenting of her sin tohe merciless cas-
tigating that she received at the hands
of the counsel, court and jury. Lawyers
are not compelled to do these things.
They could have abandoned her case when
they became aware of the facts adduced
on her examination. There was no ex-
cuse on t part for subjecting the
lady to further humiliation, contempt
and defeat. However, the lawyers who
conducted the case have to some  ex-
tent benefited pecuniarily from the
shameful proceedings, while they stood
a chance of making a emall fortune if
some of the witnesses for the défence had
died in the meantime or if some other
event had transpired to prevent the
truth being elicited. When men are in
hard luck they will sometimes take des-
perate chances. Noo gentleman, however,
will assist in harrowing the feelings of
a Magdalen repenting of her shame.
Evep if he be a lawyer by profession the
law does not compel him to follow up a
case when it is fated to bring disaster
and disgrace on all concerned in it.

WHAT THE VOTE MEANS.
_According to the decision of the Local
Legislature, a legislator is guilty of no
impropriety when he accepts a railway
pass. This decision of the Legislature
will have a far-reaching effect. It will
be certain to exert a pernicious influ-
ence in a hundred different directions.
If it is not morally wrong for those
who make our laws to accept passes,
then it surely cannot be morally wrong
for those who administer our laws to
receive the same privileges. As a matter
of fact, we think it is a less serious of-
fence for a judge who merely administers
the law to receive a pass than it isfor
a legislator who helps to make the
laws. A judge with a railway pass dn
his. pocket would not be so apt to favor
the concern that issued it as the legis-
lator would be. Sir Oliver Mowat is the
Attoruey-General of the province. When
we, find the highest legal officer in the
province defending the acceptance of a
railway pass, surely we cannot blame
such minor officialls as the county at-
torneys, chiefs of police, and other of-
ficers who are connected with the ad-
ministration of justice receiving them.
Carrying the argument to its logical
couclusion, there is nothing wrong in
giving passes to clerks of the peace,whose
duty it is to impanel a jury when an
action is brought against the railway
for damages. As a matter of fact,
there is nothing wrouZ in issuing passes
and in grantiug favors to any one. As
the legislator is not influenced by them,
neither would other mortals be influ-
enced, Thnere is nothing wrong in the
Queen’s printer receiving presents from
the people who supply . the Govern-
ment with paper.. There is nothing
wrongz in the official who purchases the
supplies for the various institutions re-
ceiving favors from those who enjoy the
Juvernment’s custom. There is nothing
wrong in the officials who buy the Gov-
ernment's coal 1eceiving half a dozen
tons every wiuter from those who are
secking contracts. In fact, there is noth-
ing at all wrong in hypnotising the pub-
lic servants with passes or other favors.
Thise is the doctrine that Sir  Oliver
Mowat has justified, .and that Mr. Mar-
ter, by his silence, has acquiesced in. Pub-
li¢ opimion. umversally condemns the vote
on the pass question. Before many more
sossions are held the members of the Leg-
islatare will be shamed into returning
their passes.

WHY FIRE INSURANCE COMES HIGH.

An article in the April number of The
North American Review headed, * Does
Fire Insurance Cost Too Much?” con-
tains facts that will be of interest to
the many people who have followed Ald.
Lamb’s project of municipal insurance.
It is pointed out by the writer that the
amount of premiums paid into insurance
companies is double the amount paid out
by them for fire losses. In twenty years
in Massachusetts the people have paid
to the companies $148,000,000 for pro-
tection against loss by fire, while only
$77,000,000 has been paid back to the
people in payment for fire losses. In
other words, the drain on the community

on account of fire has been twice as
great as the loss. The cost of distribut-
ing the firerloss has been as gieat as
the loss itself. ‘The writer outlines what
in his opinion are the causes of the great
eost of conducting the insurance busi-
ness. His expose of insurance methods
is well worth reproducing. He writes
as follows:

In short, it is found that a very large

rt of the money laid aside each year
g; the public as an insurance fund to
protect against fire loss finds its way
immediately into the pockets of brokers,
ageats and officers of the insurance com-
panies., This amount is half as great
as the amount that is returned to the
public in settlement of losses, and is
equal to at least a quartér of all the
premiums paid in, )

One extraordinary feature of the mat-
ter of commissions is that the insured
has to pay a broker’s commission on
every dollar’s worth of insurance, and
on every remewal, whether he desires
the services of a broker ar agent or not,
It is not to be denied that a broker may

be ol service to a person desiring
procure insurance, but that the public
should have to pay a broker from 10 to
15 per cent. on all premiums, and' gen-
erally a further sum as a commission
to an agent, seems ridiculous.

A faet that shows the rottenness of
the present eystem of conducting the
jnsurance business is the custon for a
broker to divide commissions with the
insured to obtain his business.

It will be understood that the labors
of a fire insurance broker are entirelyt
different from those of any other kind
of a broker. The life insurance agent
has first to induce a man to insure his
life, but the fire insurance broker has no
gimilar labor, for every one wants fire
insurance., Having induced a man to
have his life insured, there is next the
question of what company is the best,
and on this point every company 18
struggling to present evidence that it
is the strongest, the most liberal and
the most economical. After the life’ in-
surance agent has finally convinced his
client on all these points, he is in danger
of having all his labor go for naught
on account of the applicant failing to
pass a physical examination. The real
estate broker, the agent or broker for
any class of merchandise has all these
difficulties of competition and of demand
and supply to overcome. None of these
labors are required of the fire insuance
broker. ( :

The question remains why new capl-
tal does not go into the insurance busi-
ness and adopt new and more rational
methods, whereby rates may be reduced,
the commission of brokerf, and agents
be abolished, and a profit realized on
the money put into the enterprise. The
answer to this question is difficult, and
cannot, perhaps, be fully given. In the
first place, the experience of those who
have money now invested in insurance
companies leads them to be timid about
putting new momney into similar enter-
prises, There is also the fact to be
borne in mind, that any company that
enters the field to-day, in opposition to
present methods, must be prepared to
enter a bitter warfare, All “insurance
men’—i. e., brokers and agents—will be
against the company. The use of under-
writers’- ratings and inspections would
be denied to the new company, for no
one is allowed to examine these ratings
unless he first agrees to adopt them.

On, the other hand, in certain branches
of insuranee, as for instance in mill in-
surauce, a break has been made from the
regular system, and the result, largely
due ‘to the abolition of commissions, has
been. a remarkable reduction in rates.

ARGUMENTS ANSWERED BY HOWLS

The company that is fighting like grim
death to secure a continuation of its
fat contract -with the city for street
lighting cannot advance arguments that
will convince the public. It has there-
fore determined upon a policy of ob-
struction, which it proceeded to carry
out at the meeting on Wednesday night.
Employes of the company were on hand
to howl down anyone who attempted to
speak in favor of civie control. The
arguments of the press and people are
answered by a claque of interested and
sympathetic shareholders,; the argu-
ments adduced on the platform are an-
swered by the howls of paid hoodlums.

The residents of South Parkdale are
agitating to secure a street railway
service. Between King-street and the
Bay the distance averages probably two-
thirds of a mile, and as it is largely
populated it certainly seems as if the
people are entitled to a more convenient
service than they now receive. Those in-
terested in the matter will meet this af-
ternoon on ‘the ground and discuss a
proposed division of the King-street sys-
tem.
