It
is to be inferred that Dr. Peyraud’s remedy has been the subject of success-
ful experiment, and the Academy has appointed M. Trasbot to carefully
examine the matter and report to them.

In 1891 all the Cavadian bank charters expire, and the Dominion
Legislature will be called upon to consider the very important issues
involved iy the question as to the terms on which their renewal may be
gravted.  All financial and commc.cial men should bend their minds 1o
this subject. This is not the first time we have advocated the United
States system, under which banks are required to deposit with the Govern
ment United States bonds to the amount of not less thn one third of their
capital stock, for which they receive circulating notes cqual to go per cent |
of the market value of the bonds transferred. The note holder having this
Government security is protected from loss in the cvert of failure, and the
noles gre curzent in every part of the Union.  There scems to be no reascn
able objection to the adoption of so sound a system for Canada- a system
W*_\‘c_h would alsp obviate all the annoyance of discount on notes, not unly
within the Dominion, but probably also in the United States.

the Congress of American nations to visit Canada. As this has not been
done, and as it seems to be thought it is not likely to be done, it has been
further suggested that the Commercial bodies such as the Boards of Trade
of Montreal, Toronto, (Juebec and other cities, should invite the Central
and South American delegates to visit this country and judge for themselves
of the practicability of extending trade relations between those countries and
tho Dominion, The suggestion would scem to be worth, of serious con-
sideration.

It is well remarked Ly the Weel, apropos of Mr. Mowatt's speech on
the accasion of the presenco in Toronto of Mr, Laurier, that one thought
suggested by the facts of his (Mr, Mowatt's) wonderfully successful career is,
that while Ontario has been made free of the support of a costly upper
house, her legislation has in no instance given countenance to the old idea
that legislation without that supposititions check must necessarily be prone to
rash and hasty experimentation and mischievous blundering. * The bear-
ing of this fact,” it is observed, * upon the possibilities of other Provinces
and of the Dominion in the way of greater simplicity and economy of legise
lation, is obvious "—a remark m which we entirely concur.

Some discussion is raised in Educational journals every now and then
as to the best methods of acquiring modern languages, their relative import-
ance in an age when the tendency of thought is towards such training as
will best fit youth for the practical battle of life, and the time consumed and
wasted where old-fashioned methods of teaching are still 1n vogue, That
the old style of learning languages is not the most efficient or speedy does
not now admit of a doubt; and from what we have seen we are Jdisposed to
think much more highly of such systems as the Berlitz, in which words and
idioms are indelibly impressed on the memory, and a grasp of easy collo
quialism is secured, leaving, as it secius Lo us, vily the construaction of verls
to be mastered in privato study.

Auhough it 1s improbable that av present Chinese forces
cuuld withstand ame:iicans 1o any but uvershelming numerical proportion,
yet it is certain that China has Lzguu to reahize the power of her wealth
and great population, and has luely given so much proof of a growing
adaptabiiity to civilized and advanced mcthods of warfare that it will not
be long before she i ackaowledged as a power to be reckoned with of no
mean order, while she is evidently fast gaining confidence 1n hér strength
and resvurces.  There is a teport that she also contemplates strong remon-
strances against recent Canadian anti-Chinese legislation,
