‘A CHRISTIAN CATHOLIG PRIEST 1N GERMANY.
Continued.

Martin - Boos was twentvssix or twenty-
seven years oldy when, inthe diligent dis-
charge of’ his p.Nnml duties, he had to \'Nt
a very hnble woman on-her sick-bed,
whom he said: © You ccltmul\ may d\\‘
in great peace and comtort,” 6 Why s 1
inquired she, ¢ Beeause vou have lived
so pious and holy a life,” was hs-answer,
At this, she looked gravely ar him, and said
with muaeh carnestness s What a pretty
divine vou are-—what a poor comforter }
Were [to die cnuhduw iy piety, T know
o a certainty Tshould perish, - How could
I'\ppv.n‘ betore the judgment-seat of God,
trusting in my merits and goodness ¢ Trhe
Lord should mark iniquity, who ean stand ?
No, siry it is because Christ has wiade atone-
ment for iy sug, and paid my ransom, that
1 hope to be saved and to go to happiness.”

Bouos was astonished, and  not a lidle
ashamed. to be told by this illiterate disciple
things of which he. called a master in
Israel, had remained ignorant.  He had
studied Yong and diligemly in colleve-halls
under the teaching of men of learning and
renown 3 hat in the most important of all
.~.nh'|wt-hc had to be inxtructed by an ignor-
ant peasant-woman on her sick-hed, - But
he did not sutler the pride of learning to
blind him against the truth declared with
such simple earvestness.  His eves were
opened at that sick-bed, and the light which
shone into him then, led him in all his future
labours, success, and sufferings.

From that ime, his preaching and visiting,
and his dealing with souls in the confessional
underwent a great change.  He knew now,
how to set forth Gospel-truth in public, and
where to direct simiers to i private; and
very soon he had ‘aequired the Tove and
confidence of the people to a degree which
excited the envy of his ecclesiastical seniors,
The Canons at Grunenbach had the pas-
toral charge of the parish, and they had
been glad 1o entrust that pact of their re-
sponsibility to Martin: Boos as the voungest
among thew, willing that the’ duty should
be pecformed o as to give them no trouble.
But no sooner did the boundless alection
of the panishioners towards their laborious
and devoted colleague remind them of their
own negleet, than their wrath was excited
to the ntmost, and they reserted to every
imaginable weans o ruin him.  His desk
and. book-case were secretly opencd; his
letters and papers examined, and trned to
ridicule because nothing ('nmum] came
A light s at last they resorted to the severest
measure; swhich U was i their pu\n,r 10
take ; they forbade: his residence’ amongst
them, \hou\'h ‘they ‘were_olliged - to: pay
liim from year to year ﬂu, stipend quached
to his canonry uuul"

i He was now deprived of :a large ~lmx of
lempnral sustenance,: but ity 'la’mll(,h mnn,
p'nnful for him_to be thrown’
of usefulness in which he had received and
come\ed ‘so muchy gm)d ‘severe con-
flict urose within, as e ook up his staff and
set out from Grunenbach, uot - knowing
whither to go.. Passing by an empty hut,
he went i, l|ll't3\\"lllm'~0lf upon the ground,
and prayed that God wonld take off the
intolerable Joad of heaviness which was
weighing upon him.

And God heard the praver of his discon-
zolate servant in the deserty and sent browd
day-light into his sonl.  He rose from decp
dejection, amd proceeded with a comforted
heart o the parish of Seeg, where a brother
and companion in tribulation, the pious
Priest Fencberg, was scattering the seed
of Gud’s pure word amonga famishing and
affectionate people. Here was work enough,
though in the humble capacity of an As-
sistant only—but what dJid that matter to
Martin Boos, if only he could invite sinners
to come to Christ and be delivered  from the
curse and the dominion of sin!

In the meantime, however, the ground-
Jessnes of the charges which had been made
the oceasion of his removal from Gronen-
bach, became so apparent that the Abbot
of Kempten, unwilling to losea zealous amd
pupular pastor from his district, recalled him
inthe year 1795 by an appointment 0 the
guracy of W wguhb.uh, with the pmunw
of speedy preferment.  The weight of
pastoral responsibility seems to have deep-
ened- his anxieties lor increase of ~pmlu..nl
gifts to himsell  and (or the spread of their
influence among his people. Day nnd night
were alike to him, when' souls had to be
cared for, when the study of the, Seriptures
proved particularty - instrsctive 1o iis mind,
or when prayer to the Saviowr seemed inore
especially - needed or - proved mconuonly
refreshing,: - Hix ministey also was attender
with estraordinary suceess. - Many were
roused from a stite of spivitual death to life,

Rector of Wiggensbach was applied to with
urgencies wlm,h to him, being an wnenlight-
ened man himseli, tlunwh very- fiendly
towards Boos, proved iesistible, and he
reluctantly: ordered  the man of’ God to re-
move from the pavish, . He' took reluge
agnin with his tied and willing brother
Feneberg at Seege  Thero he tived guictly
for a few weeks until Counzellor Rovssle, as
Commissary from the Bishop’s Cowt, made
his appearance, touk possession of all his
Tetters, papersy and books, and  cited hin o
appear belore the inquisition at Augshurg,

On his avdval at that eity, he was con-
sigtied o the clerieal House of Corréetion at
(‘uu-_vuvrcu. about theee miles from the ity ;
a place where none but ecelesiastics \uul
lunaties were put in-confinement—under
the charge of a Pricst as Director of the es-
tablishient,  This worthy  man, whose
name was Holtman, reecived  Boos as a
very dangerous person, being unable to con-
ceive that a good and pious Priest could be
put in prison by the rulers of the Church,
But while lie was looking upon his prizoner
with abhorrence, it struek him that there
was an appearance ofhumility, paticnee,
amd piety about the man whichit was difli-
cult o aseribe 1o dissimulation; he entered
into conversation with him and heard him
tell his own story.  The L‘\peucnu of a
heart which the grace of God had melted
and out of which had flowed that teaching
which  God again had blessed to the
souls of many, while it had provoked
others 1o persecuting  measures, struck
a chord in the heart of this antentive
clerical juiler, and he evied out: €O tha
Iwere like vou—that 1 could altain this
divine gift 1”7 Then Boos preached to him
the Gospel and assured bim that God was
willing to hestow the like mrace and delivers
ance upon him also: the jailer believed his
prisoner’s words and c.\pcrmnud the saving
efficacy of Christ’s bood. = From this time,
the clerical House of Corvection was' the
scene of the most spiritual intercourse be-
tween Boos and his keeper} Priest Hollman
ever afterwards showed the greatest kind-
ness to the persecuted children of God who
were from time to time committed to his
charge ; amd when he was appointed to the
pastord charge of Goggingen, he preached
that Gozpel with which through Boos’s con-
finement he had become savingly ac-
quainted.

After thix severe sentence wis pronounced
for public eftect, it was readily mitigated by
allowing the eight months he had already
passed at Coggingen to be reekoned part of
the time of hix mprisonment; for the re-
mainder of the period also, he wasonly con-
fined within the walls of the ¢ity of Augs-
ang, having hired apartments for his resi-
dence ; and with vegard to the review of his
studies, he was told to choose the ecele-
SHE T lu, preferred for that purpose.

Boos fixed upon Father Ulrie, the Senior
of the Capuchins ot Augshurg.  Fe went
to the Convent, and as he ascended the
steps, he heard the monks in the choir
chaunting the words of Jeremiah (xiv.
