in tki3 matter. Sneb an irquiry, t00, WAy poasibly
tend to remove prejudices and to allay discoras; to
show bow little of the illa of I-eland onghtto be
Isid to the charge af the ezisting geoeration 1o
trapafer to circumstsnce respounsibilities at present
unjustly thrown oo clasaes by ignorsncs or short-
sighted paaioz.

Some mair featnres of the Land Byastem of Ireland,
regarded upon the side of occupation, asd some
popular feelings connectad wita it, of _thg_Geluc
obarsoter, aod to the jpfinence of ths primitivs or
ganization once prevalent samoasg the aacisnt Irish
teibes. These writers meint«in tbat the swall farm
aratem, the normsl type of sgricnitore in Ireland, s
th ba traced to tbe innate tendency of the Oglt ta
gubdivisior among bia femily, and that the sentimant
of proverty in their holdings eotertsined o widely by
Iriab tensnts is doe to the fact that nnder the eept
tenures the clansman wsB virtaally owaer of the soil,
subject to the clums of bia chief ag puzarain 4as
every oue at all arquainted with the subject kanows
1bat tke jnstinet of the ordinary Irish peasact 18 to
pargel ont his possessions smoog his deacendants,
and that this holds good &8 raspects his land, sad ap
unquesationsbly vague ideas of tridbalrightanat wholiy
forgatten ace gtill current in fome Paris of Ireland,
this theory is certainly not altogether unfounded;
nor s it improbable that it will receive gtreng'h
when the collection of tbe esrly laws of Jrelsnd
pow in course of publicaticn, ehall have beea com
pleted Nevartbelezs, I beliave that geoeral ciusea
will acaonpt 1ore reasoasbly for these phenomens,
and io preof of thia I venture to remark {hat the
very pecaliari fes in the occapation of iand whicn
are gapposed to be whoily Oeltic ro most con-
spicupu3 in thoge parts of Ireland in which the blood
of the Oelt is lesst predominaant Bmall holdings
aboupnd in & special manzer throughout the Planta.
tion countiss of Ulster, the sest of ooloniea from
Bagland and Scodand ; and io oo other part of Ire
lnui assuredly, bas the occupier of the soil & mare
asttled oonyiction thut he haa a title to it of 4 pro
prietary kind.

Having ezamined the Land System of Ireland i
ite resaltwm, and what [ may call its strusture, I pro-
ceed briefly to consider ita causea ~thas ia, tha agen-
ciea which have given it its pregent lorm snd general
eharzcter Thbe relation of laodlord and tenant in
Rogland hag passed slowly in the coursa of contu.
ries, by a change so graduel thst it is diffcult to
trace, from that of superior @od vassal into that of
modern owner aud occupier ; and while it bas not
sltogether lost its ancient type, it adjusts itself, on
the whole, very well to the requirements of a groat
commercinl pation. In this state of thinms, as a
geners] rule, the tenant iy a man of vubstance, who
hires the uae of land with a view to profit. The
farm he caltivates ig usaslly large, snd he bag no
gensge of property in it, because he sioks no capital
in {t with the view of adding toits permanent valae;
his deslicgs witb his landlord are, for the most part
upon the footiug of positive contract, with or with-
out referenoe to legaliged customs; and thelandlord
wakea a1 his own cost 1he dureble improvements the
1aud may require. Urder these corditiona there ja
10 confusion or claablog of mutual rights or inter-
eslg; law and fact sgree 1n asgigning the tepsnt &
mere temuvorary usufroct accordiog to a definite
birgaio, and claesifying the landlord aw resliy the
owner of the land and of all accretiona to it; there
is no cauge of contenlion betwesn them; and as the
lacdlords, in nomberless instarces, are apsociated
with their dependenis by kindly ties, unbroken per
haps for generationz, and strengthaned by common
sympathies and tastes, their rclations with them are
slmogt always gracions, and, happily for the common
wenl, they evjoy great and legitimate influence. Io
a word, in this matter of landed fenure—which, it
hag been troly said by a greai historian, is one of the
oeat tests of the cocdition of a vation—ed in ail
parts of her socisl frame, ws 6ee in Begland the in-
stitutions of the past trsns’ormed to the uses of the
present timo, and law refiscting the geniua of the
poople; and the rasultappeara in au union of classes
eoexistiog w.th vaat gradatione of rank, the whole
&ept togather by traditionul infuences and blended
into a geoeral harmony, in & way coparelleled, per-
hape, iz Forops,

How bea it come to pnss that, under a gystem of
law sand a constitution nominally aimost identical,
1he position of the landed classes in Ireland is in
nearly every reapect different, apd presents a com-
plete aud lameatable eantrast? Wuy is it that the
graater part of the island is occupied by & poor pea-
santry, io small farms ag teoanta at will, not in the
rtaius of free contractora? How hss it happeced
that, In the case of the immense majority of tenancies
in Ireland, their halders have acquired equitiea in the
sail, derogating from freshold ownership acd creat-
ing concarrent righta in the land, yet ntterly uapro
tocted by Iaw, and npheld by other and very differ-
ant means? How is it that in Ireland, ss a goneral
sule, except in the cage of Isrge farma, whatever is
permanent]ly added to lnnd and permanently in-
creasas ita value has been the work of the tensot,
aot of tbe landlord, and that this stato of thinga hes
beeome inveterata? What 18 the reason that, this
being a0, law has never besn accommodated to Rocial
facts; that it hap failed to distribato the true rights

edpectively belonging to the owner and occupier,
snd to give the occapier legitimate security ; and
that it has thus operated as ac incentive to injustice
and wrong, (0 diforder and crime? Whence is it
that the ordinary Irish tenant hsg a gense of pro-
perty in the ground ke tills, gnite different from that
of the Erglish farmesr, which makes him resist at-
tempta to disturb his possession ae an intolerable
grievance, and which, in the existing state of the
law, haa led to strife and social disturbanca? What
i3 the ultimate sonrce of the agrarian spirit, and the
arovocative of its present activity? Why ia it that
the oocuplers of the soll in Ireland bave been long
eager for & great change? Why, in a very great
part of the country, is the ingtitatior of laaded pro-
porty dipliked, -nseniled by revolationsry passior, |

some measnra explaiu the lnwlessness too common io
Ireiand nud the vague recollecti -8 of confacations
in which the people tave suffered injustice. Bape
cially I believe rhat these seatimenta are the originu]
gotrce of the ~gracisn epirit which bas manifested
itself in & varety of forms &ince rbe corques's o
E!ipsberh and Oromwell, thongh bad lnws connectert
wita 1and sre the cbief immediate cause of itg modern
development. Itis a most eignifiemnt fuce rhatag
rarianism bas always been most ac'ive ia districts
disturbed for agea by civil strife, and by viclen:
changas in the ownerabip of 1uod, in whichea iofu-
sion of Teutonic blood had added Herceness and
coarage $o the character of the Oelt,

The Land System of Irelind, bowever, can be
bardly said to bave been st uli form=d ontil after the
Revolation of 1688, That event, which termiaated
the wara of ages, and closed the era of conquest in
Ireland, made the supremacy of Eogland complete
aod placed the seitlement f Irish laod for the firat
time oz » durable basis. Ia the provinces of Leinster,
Munster. aud Cocnaughe, the atistocreey of covquest
which for four generations had keld a domicioz, often
precarious and ianterrupted by wild rlsinga was
rooted with its dependenta in the soil on the wreeks
of a subjugated people, sud the powerful colonies
that had been planted in Ulster sequired fnally an
sbzolate ascondency. Save where a few Catholie
proprietors remained, and s certain number of the
domicaat cagta were acattered a8 o yeomanry here
snd thers, by for the gren er part of the South wase
thus parcelled out between races d vided by every
cause of disonion whieh & different origio, religions
dia ovgions and centuries of discord could produce,
yet united in the cloge eoeial relation of the owaoer-
ghip and oceupation of the g»il ; and in one provinor
only the promise appesred of a more augpicious order
of things. A settlement of prope:ty sa crudo ard
sod recent, 8o marked by violenee, bershuees, and
wrong, was obvionsly wbolly orposile ty anything
that Bagland had seen since the Norman perivd, and
Sir George Lewis may have been right in thicking
that this alone accounta for neerly all that followed
Yet possibly the kindly izfluences of tims of eocial
{ntercourse. of bubit, of commerer, would before long
have mitigated this atate of affuira and have con-
ve:ted the hostile casies in Treland into notunfr fodly
landlords aad tenents, had vot burbarous legislation
interfered to arest and peutraliza the healiog pre-
cess, Contemporary nolitica and opinlon may, in
part, excuds tho Penal Code of Ireland ; yet It is not
tho less true that these exscrable lawa were the
fertile source of enduring mischicf. The paramount
objects of this code were to maintain nocontrolad
tha domination ¢f ihe Protestact minority iz Ireland,
to asaure to it the perpetnal ownership of the aoil, to
disripate the remnant cf landed property pojseesar’
by Roman Catholic families. aad to keep the mazs cf
the Irisb poopls in bopeless thraldom and degrada-
tion. Thisis oot the place to exsmibe the wewng
tsken to promote these upnatural ends, or to analyxs
sn odicus eckeme of oppreasion ; but it 13 neceasnry
for my purpose to glance at the resolts. Tho imme-
diate effocts of the Penal Qode were to kaep land
artificially ont of commerce by confining the right to
it to a small class, aed thus to maintain the seltle
ment of conquest and the bitter memorles aagociated
with it; to ereate numerons middlemao tenures, since
Proteatants only could possess a fresbold, and thua
to encourage absenteeism ; to sevér the erlatosracy
from their inferiors, and to interpose the worst poa-
gible class of landlorde, and to faslex the Irigh
peasantry on the poll in & state of enbjection whica
only aggravated recollectiona dangerous to the peace
of soclety. The Code in 1bia manner directly caused
gome of tho worst phenomens in the Laod System of
Ireland ; and it may be added that, by preventiog the
natural and easy alienation of land, it was the slti-
mats source of those embarragamernty which were
ended by the Landed Ratates Court. Yet thoindirret
and social effects of the code wers even more cals~
mitons, [n the South it orected & firm barrier between
the jarring reces and creeds which ataleamanship
shoald have tried to harmonige ; it formed society on
the type of ageendency, makiog the Protestant land-

and was abolished oaly in the last geseration. In
Ulgter, where society reated on a bagia in macy res-
pecta different, and the lioe botween the owner a_nd
ocoupler of the soil was ot wholly traced by 8 dfs-
tinction of creed, the Penal Oode was much less iu-

jurious. .
Ia this way the Land System ot Ireland, coneider-
ed upon the ownership, wag distorted into a form of
which the character waa pever completely change_&.
Dissatrous, however, 88 the Pezal Code was, the jo-
Iand waag, for the first time, at peace duriog the Brat
threo fourche of the 18th centary : end, ia gpi%e of
many coucteracting inflasnces, the eTecin of ord'ar
beosms manifast, Money wua sccnmulated by lhnft
and incustry, though, not to epeak of worse impedi
ments, the trade of the nation was vafairly checked,
and the land, which bad been the spoil of war, was
largely cultivated, enclozed, and impro_ve.d‘ The
work of buildicg sad fenciog, of reuluu.nmg and
plantiog went oo dericg agccessire generationa ; and
tbough the equirearchy, a8 was natural in & claas
which broathed the poisomons sir of sssendency,
were too oten reckless and worthlees, many country
gentlemen proved bright exceptions  Many Roman
Catholics by degrees emerged from poverty, ond
ranged themaealvea on the laod besids 1he Protegtant
yeomenry, becnming extansive farmers and graziers;
aod they elowly acqoired tishea and infleence.
though they held the soil by an inferior tenure 8a-
ciaty impercentibly improved; a~d before long a
chaoge of & more tmportant kind bagaa to pras over
the nation. Population increased with grest rapidi-
ty ; and Ireland baviog neither trade ner mazofue-
tures, the land which, until after the middle cf the
century, bad been thivly cccopied, and in very manyg
diatric's beld in large farma, beoame insensibly much
subdivided . The large Protestant freeholds aad
O «tholic Jeassholds were split up and diminished by
degrees; apd the peisantey, multiplriog wvpon the
sail, too often unbappily io destitution, exteaded
dengely aver tha whole couatry. The process Wwas
accelerated in the North by the prevalence of the
linan mapufacture and by certain othsr special can
se3 ; but it was geperal and distinct thronghout Ir.-
tand. and the teadency bad become irresiatable be
fora the 18th century closed. The gmali holders,
who now anread gver the land extended widely the
area of busbandry carried calrivition over hill and
plain, and by these means acquired or iocreased by
deprees those egnities in the enil which though not
recogoized by [aw, are the wvalsral heritags of rh-
[righ prasanry. Uoder the denominatioa of the ruling
caste. theee eqnities in the Soath c.uld have no
protection, aave acquiecence and the lauvdlords’ con
gont. lo the North they came under the safeguar’
of the gustom founded by the old colonist tenunts
and Teoant Right atrengthened with the grow:h of
society It was in this way. T vectara to ihiok.
that Ireland beeame a land of small holdinge, anc
that a gense of property in them was jmplanted in
the minds nf the peasantry; and gince general cau-
ges explain the fucta it i safer pechaps, to rely on
them than merely on the tstincts and traditions of
race, tbough these undoubtedly co-nperated. Az
might have been guppored, the landiords of thoze
duays eapecialiy those of the middlemas class, en
cnuraged tha procegses of subdivizion acd tsroing
by which their renta were greatly angmented ; and
greiety was nnt ganerilly disturhd by the ‘clearsn
ces’ of & subsrquent period, Neverthalezs, as Ire-
land then was, oppression and exaction were cften
inevitable io the rolations batweon tandlord and ten-
ant; we read frequently ofrack rentingio the Souih
and sven of avictino in soma cases; aunt na the par-

s4ntry grew In numbers, whether from the increwee
of their poverty or of their power, sgrariacism,
which daring many years ked been -lmost a latent
discrder, becam= devaloped 1o sereral cou~ties. Tt
ia very ramarkab'e that Borke, who witnessed the
progeaes of this social revolution, poioted ont dis-
thactly the miatake of allowing the paseac ry to gaic
righta ia tbe land without adeguate protec ion
from law; aud his Jangosge is all the more stziking
becausa even the small hoiders of thoze daya had
usnally the focarity of short leases, and the viees of

Such was the form which the Lard Sratrm of Ire-
Isnd assumed on the side of ocenpation. A genera-
tion followed in which the country becsme more
prospercns yet 1o which, uader the shnw of improve-
meat, se=ds of disorder were aown thickly in tke re
l4tions batween the landed classes Tha domination
of cagte in 'he Soulh waa mitigated to a c2rtain ex
tent by the abolition of the werst of the Penal Liawe,
by the mrvement ot 1731-2, by the growth of a Ro
man Catholic middle clase, by the advance of koow-
ledga aud civilizition; and, thronghout Ireland
Ptotestant ascendency lost sometbing of its odiocus
character Yet those who have studied the even's
of 1798 know what that azcendency cou'd atill bring
forth ; and Burke. Adnm Smith ernd Arthur Yourg
bave shown clearly, in d'f:rent ways, what feelings
*00 oftzn ¢xisied between an [risk landinrd and hiz
dependentg at a timo on the verge of tais period
Meas wkile, s numbar of conearriog e.wu3e3 promo-ad
ihe increase of 1he population, sed acgelerated the
gub-division of the land. Tha cultivation of the po-
tato wa3 gtimulated, and prolifc willions wers rear~
ed on the go!l throngh the surpor afforded by thet
precationa tont. The 40z, freeheld fraochise wus
ex'eoded, ard landlords covered their estates with
cottiers in order to mbtnin political icflaence. Be-
fore long the war with France rsiced the rrieea of
sgrical'ursl prodaca. and c-used en extracedicars
demnzd for corn; and rhis tend~d to gnicken atill
more the movement towards gmell farm biuebandry
Within lees than 30 years the penple of Ireland don
b'ed iz nambera ; aund, apenking geperally and with
large except.ovg, eme1l hoidings prevuiled throngh-
out tbe ialand. In this state of things the eqritien
in the suil acgnired by the pestantry became very
ereat; whkole diatricte, in fact, were made profitable
by tkem; acd ng the ¢ mpetition {or land grew keen,
rentg rore, aol landjords enjoyed larger incnmes,
while, a9 wag natural nnder the small farm eyetom,
nut they but their tensniry made the furmsteads and
buildings on their eata 8 end added@ encrmously to
their value. The resalt in the North was to reize
the price of Tenant Right in n remarkahle degree, to
give the cuatom additional streogth, aud throughout
the onuntry to-ing-enga the claims of the peasantry
to & jrint intereat in the land, the sentiment of which
beceme decp seated ; and we now gee haw anfortus
nate it wa3 that jadicial decisious had not long b
fore acknow!edred thege claims ng they grew op and
matured nnd brong! & law io necord wilh the facts
of eociety. Unhsppily, aa I have bezfore noticed,
this reform wag not 10 be expected from 1he Irish
Judges of that age ; aud, in Englaad, alttough Lord
Mansfield had given the sanction of law ro numerous
usaged connected with land, the npatoral righta of
the Irish peapant were oever recogoizad or received
protection, Ag yst, however, the inherent miachiefs
of thig state of things were not fully disclosed ; land-
lords etill favoured the epstem of sma!l Eoldings,
wLich they found to be profitable in wany ways; if
middlesen tenurea for & time inoresped, the peagadt-
ry veaally had atill ahort leages; avd though, owing
chiefly to the growing pressara of popalation on the
regources of the lend, ngrariariem became often
slarmicg in ¢he South, and instances of oppreesion
were uot infrequent, the worat cozerguences were
yet to come, and socisty s=emed comparstivaly pros-
perene. Yot elements of distarbanes and peril were
ripaning fagt wnder the face of progregs, A porten-
tpus tes of prnyerty wag develoned as the popala-
tion acgrisnied ic nunshora nnd bung hearily cn the
land, witheu? the proteciian of the Paor Law.
