A portlon of the hundreds of Irlsh immi.
grants of the panper olass who arrived in this
ocouniry duriog the past summer bave madé
this oliy ihefr destination. Thoy generally
came sccompanied by large familler, and
wero cntlrely without means., To maks
matters worse, 90 per cent. oi those who
arrived Iin this country in that condltion
were efmply laborers. In 8 large
number of cazes, these immigrants had not
even a change of clothing.

Inshort,
1he owsner of sach land must buy such feod as
will furnish the n:ost nutrimect and make the
richest manureat the least gosl—takipg both
of thesa abjzets into consldoration. He will al-
8o buy moroe or less artifdcial menureg, to be
used for the production ot fodder crops, such g
corn, millet, Hupgarlan gross, cte. Anc, as
€000 A% a porlion of the Iaud ¢an ba riads rich
enough, hs Wil grow more or lcss wangel
wuarsels, Engsr heets, turnips, and other rost
crops. Superpncephate will ve found ndmir-
ably adsapied for thls purposs, sud Lo, thros,
Or four hunrired ponunds of chean potash ealls,
per &cfe, can frequently bs wsed on loddor
€rops. in concection witatwo or three hundrod
podnds of superphosphate, with considerable
profit. The whole subjest ia well worthy of
carefal study. Never in the history of the
world haes there been a prander opportunily
for the applicalion of sclonos to the improve-
ment of agriculturo than now.

On the richerlands, the alm of the farmer
will be to convert the plant food lylng dermant
ia the soll into profitable cropy. The maln
polnt is good illage. In many oases weads
Low run Awey with haif our erops and all our
profits.
