The foroign element is already
tramplog about the regions begging for bread,
The minars and mine laborers who are citi-
z3ne and taxpayera are sllent and gloomy, un-
able to help themselvee. With thousauds
upon thousands of tons of unmined coal at
thelr feet they have no work.

OAUTIOUS CASTHLAR.

A Revolt in Spain Now Would Precipitate 2
Terrible War Throughout Europe.

New Yosg, Desember 18.—The World's aor-
respoadent at Madrid bad an interview with
Senor Castelar on the effects of the Brazilian
revolation in Europe. He ea’d the B:azilian
ravolution has created an enormous impression
ia Spain. ‘' Though we kuew it muat happen
some day or obher, it cameon usay lastasa
complete surprise. We are delighted that the
movement was 8o succusaful, yet in the pressnt
state of afairs in Earope this very suddenness
bears with it the threat of danger to the cause
of Demcoracy. 1b is not prudens shat the gread
Conservative states of the wnorth of Europe
should be alarmed by the sudden burst of demo-
cratic republicanism, for if any great disturb-
ance of the status quo were to resulv from the
influenoe of events in Brazil monarchial govern-
ments, eipecially (yermany, might make it an
excuss for attacking France, which is tha centre
of democratic inspirationa. That 18 why I hur-
ricd home to wuse my influence ia
modifyicg sud calming pablic opinion in
Spain. There is certainly an infectiom in
the example set in Brazil for the national
impalse on the part of all Liberals ia to move
raptdly 12 the direction of a republic. But
therein liss ths danger. The ardent and im-
palatve are for going forward at once, taking
advantage of the profound imprersions created
on the public mind, overturning existing order
aund re-eatablishing the republic. No doubt this
could bn d.ne without violence, but. would it be
wisa ? The immediate effect of the proclamation
of a republic at Madrid would be the overthrow
of the Portugnese monarchy, This ia certain,
but its effect on the mooarchies might be disas:
trous. Wish Francs, Spain and Portugal eatab-
lished as repnblics, she duration of the king-
dom of Italy would not be loog. The effect of
the Brazilian revolution has already caused
qréat alatm ot Rome and the establishment of
thres republics in Eurspe would in all probabil-
ity decide the German Government to declare
war st once to prevent social revolution from
overwhelming the German Empire. Tae Freoch
republic would be held responsible for the
spraad of Democratic ideas. A terrible war
m:ght begin which might destroy all that kas
beea gained and throw us back for eenerations.
No, we mnat have peace. Cur trinmph muss
be effected by argument snd discussion ; then
tbe result, though perhaps slow, will be certain
and permanent. I certainly will nob endaoger
the liberties we have won hy encoursging sn
excitement which raight envoke the reaction at
bome and exprse Europe to a horrible war.,”
QOastelar declared he was glad the wretched
bousa of Bragatzs had been driven from Brszil,
** T am delighted,” he said, ** to see Dom Pedro
wandering about Europs without a crown or
throne or conntry. Every Spaniard will re-
joice. It ia a long delayed vengeance, but it has
cowme at lasy, and after all their schemiog and
ambitious plaotting the House of Braganza has
fallen, naver to rive again. We Spaniards can-
not forget the terrible injuries inflicted upon our
country by the eelfish ambition ot this same
Honse of Braganza. They it was who first di-
vided the peninsula, and by separating Portu-
gal from Spain inflicted irretrievable damage on
both countries. Then again, for their own sel-
fish interests, they separated Brazil from Portu-
gal. Now Brazil bas criven them away with
no more ceremony than if they were diegraced
domestice. But what amuses me most are the
shrieks of the English presa over Dom Pedro
and hia expulsion. No boubt the English have
resgon o be sorry for the downfall of the Bra-
ganza tamily, In them they have lost friends
and allies aud serviceable tools, but the people
of Brazil and above all the prople of Spain have
cause to rejoice. Yes, it is Spanish vengence and
we bail the Brszilian Republic with eathusiasm
and delight.”

WAS MR. GOWEN MURDERED.

Strong Buspicion That the Wealthy Lawyer's
Peath Was Due to Mollie Magulretsm.

New Yorx, December 18.—A Washington
special says that Cassius M. Clay Anistett, of
the Treasury Department, who was some years
ago dietriot atvorney for Eastern Pennsylvana,
does not agree to the theory that Franklin B,
Gowen committed suicide at Wormley’s hosel,
He was prosecuting officer av the time the
Mollie Maguires were tried in Peonsylvania, in
which Mr. Gowen took such a prominent part
Me. Anistett believes thab Mr. Gowen fella
victima to the vengeance of the aurvivors of those
prosecutione. *‘ I have for the last four years
spent most of my time at Wormley’a hotel in
Washiogton,” he said, *'and T was at Wormley s
when the dead body of 3r. Gowen was fouad.
I said then. and I say now, that I do not believe
Franklin B. Gowen died by his own hand. I
will give my reasons. Wormley is a colored
man. He hasall the superstition of his race.
When he was told shat a man was dead in his
houee he had but one thought, that was to get
the dead body out of Wormley's by the speediest
possible pr cess, No examinativn was made,
and nobody knows whesher the windows were
fastoned when Gowen was killed, or whether
the murderer escaped throvgh the transom or
down the fire escape. I myself believe Mr.
Gowen was murdered, and that whoever mur
dered him had ample time aod opportunity to
escape. I was a prosecuting officer at the time
the Mollie Maguires were tried. Twenty of
these men were hanged. DMany others were
sentenced to terms of imprisooment ranging
from 10 to 15 years. Some of these men have
been released within the last two yeara, That
oaths have been registered by some of these men
to kill Gowen many people believe. He knew
this. He was as brave as a lion. Even if he
did buy a pistol he did not buy it to defend
himself. It was not Mr. Gowen’s habit to keep
his room door locked. His letter to Ool. Itanc
Wieter showa he expeoted to be in Philadelpbia
Friday evening last to meet his frienda of the
Biological eociety. Had he not intended to be
there he would certainly have aenb Col, Wister
a telegram. No telegram was ssnt. Whena
man Kkills himeelf in ninety-nine cases out of
one hundred he grasps tho revolver in his hand
and falla, If death ensues instantaseously the
weapon is firmly grasped in the euicide's hand.
Novhing of the kind happened in thistase, The
drop light was knocked off the table. The piatol
was several feet distant from the dead man, and
the best information we have inclines me to
beli#ve there were no powder marks on the face
of the dead man, Mr. Gowen's whole life
gives emphatic denial to the assertion that there
wag anything in his nature which would lead
him o perish by his own hand. Strangest of
all things is the fasct that there was no inguest
held after so-startling an occurrence in the very
heart of Washington,”

Detective Lindon, of . Philadelphia, Major
Moore, superintendent of the police of this civy,
and policeman Cross, the officer who firat saw
Gowen's dead body, had a consultation last
night in regard vo the affair. The policeman
gave a detailed account of everything connected
with the tragedy. Mr, Lindon has instructions
to wake a thorough inveatigation,

Petroles, Pa,, December 23, —A fira broke out
here at 3 o'olock this morniog at Klingen-
smith’s grocery when a atrong wind was prevail-
ing and burned along boih sides of Maine, Ar-
fyle and Fairview strests, destroying practical-
ﬂau the business houses and many residences,

e fire plugs were filled with mud and no
water could ve had, Little or no effort was
made to fight the flames, which spread aver this
pro:perous little oil town with frightful velo-
city. It wasa'l the sleeping mhabitants could
do to get out with their lifes and weariog ap-
parel.  Nothing of value was saved from the
burning district. Fortunately no loss of life is
reported, aud no one was seriously hurt. The
total Joas will range besween $85.000 and $100,-
000 The thickly settled portion of she town
on the north side of Main street, batween Ar-
gyle streer and the offices of the Unived Pipe
Line. including the latter, and on: the south
side from the bank, which is still standing, to
Fairview street, is destroyed, as well as the
buildings bo the cemstery. About forty build-
ings were consumed. The loss to the merchants
is vezry heavy. They saved neither baildings
ror stock and it is believed that in mosbt in-
stances there was very little, if any, insuraoce.
The buildings were generally frame and the in-
surance was 8o high as to be almust prohibisory.
Petrolea has been ravaged several times by fire
and flood, but this is the most disastrous vlsi-
_ta;i&;z in its hiastory, I%s present populaticn
is 700.

most renowned patriots, has paesed the fol-
lowing esrnestly-worded, heart-breaking pro-
teet :—

Whereas, woman in all ages, savage and
civilized, has been an object of love, affection
and respect ; and . .

Whereae, a woman in this city has been im-
prisoned for a breach of ap enactment not sup
ported by public opinion and contrary to Bri-
tiah freedom, justice and hberty : and

Whereas, the breach of said enactment con-
sisted i selling an intexicating beverage free.
ly used by all classes, from Her Most Gr-oi-
ous Majesty the Queen, who is Head of the
Church asnd Dafender of the Faith, to the bum.
blest of her most loyal and most dutiful sub-
jects ; and .

Whereas. The various legislatures in the
British dominions, exercising authority dele-
gated to then from the people, legaliza the
importation and manufacture of such intoxi-
cating beverages by imposing thereon a epeci-
fic charge ; . .

Therefore resolved, That in-the opinion of
this council, imprisonment of a  woman for &
breach of an enasctment destructive of indi-
vidual liberty, opposed to -the spirit of the age
and denounced by theologians and moralista
of the highest standing, is8 an act worthy of
the days of the Star Chamber and Jeffreys,
