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vessels at the time of their redelivery will become the property of the Govern-
ment of Canada. Any shortages in inventory at the time of redelivery will be
for the account of t~he Government of the Commnxwealth of Austra1,ia and any
such shortage or oter cdiarepancy t~ween the inventories will be adjwsted by
mutual agreement between thec two Governments.

ARTICLE 6

The Government of the Commonwealth of Australia may move, alter or add
to any of the flttings, or arrangements, or board any of the vessels.

ARTICLE 7

During the currency of this agreement, the vessels will be under the complete
control of the Government of the Commonwealth of Australia.

AuRTICLE! 8

.AlI damage incurred hy any of the vessels durixig the eurrency of this agree-
ment will be borne by the Government of the Commonwealth of Australia
and the vessels will (unless lost) be redelivered to the Government of Canada
in the saxne order and condition (ordinàry wear and tear excepted) as w1ien
delivered to the Government of the Commonwealth of Australia, or, at the
option~ of the Goverument of Canada~, as changed or altered pursuant td
Article 6 of this agreement.

ARICLE 9

Shoulil any of the vessels sustain such damage or be in such a position aý
would appa to the Governmn of the Commonwealth of Australia to render it
inadvisable that it should bc repaired or salvag.d, the Government of thE
Commonwealth of Australia will forthwith notify the Government of Canada.
The decision as to whether the vessel is deezned to be Iost will rest with thE
Government of Canada.

ARTICLE 10

No copenstion will be payable by the <iovernment of the Commonwealtl
of Autra tê the 1ievernment~ of~ Canada with repc to any vessel lost 01

demdtoe lost duiriig the curreny of thisagreet

The (Government of the Commonwealth of Australia will bear al ot
