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7. The Parties shall ensure that the records and information referred to in thisarticle which are required for purposes of reports under article 16 shall be preserved
for at least two years.

ARTICLE 12

Provisions relating to international trade

1 . (a) Every Party permitting the export or import of substances in Schedule I orII shall require a separate import or export authorization, on a form to beestablished by the Commission, to be obtained for each such export or im-port whether it consists of one or more substances.

(b) Sucli authorization shall state the international non-proprietary namne, or,lacking such a namne, the designation of the substance in the Schedule, thequantity to be exported or imported, the pharmaceutical form, the namneand address of the exporter and importer, and the period wîthin which theexport or import must be effected. If the substance is exported or importedin the fori of a preparation, the naine of the preparation, if any, shall
additionahly be furnished. The export authorization shaH also state the num-ber and date of the import authorization and the authority by whom it lias
been issued.

(c) Before issuing an export authorization the Parties shall require an importauthorization, issued by the competent authority of the importing countryor region and certifying that the importation of the substance or substances
referred to therein is approved, and sucli an authorization shall be producedby the person or establishmnent applying for the export authorîzation.

(d) A copy of the export authorization shail accompany each consigninent, andthe Governinent issuing the export authorization shali send a copy to the
Governinent of the importing country or region.

(e) The Government of the împorting country or region, when the importation
lias been effected, shall return the export authorization with an endorse-ment certifying the amount actually imported, to the Government of the
exporting country or region.

2. (a) The Parties shail require that for each export of substances in Schedule I11exporters shali draw up a declaration in triphicate, on a formn to be estab-lished by the Commission, containing the following information:

(i) the naine and address of the exporter and importer;

(ià) the international non-proprietary naine, or, failing such a naine, the
designation of the substance in the Schedule;
