departments.

The Bureau directed the Depart-

ment's physical security and personal

safety program at headquarters and

abroad, ensuring the protection of gov-

ernment information in accordance

with the Government Security Policy.

Another major area of attention was

electronic data processing security

during a period of rapid expansion in

this sphere.

The Bureau provided round-the-

clock monitoring of crises abroad

involving Canadian interests and the

safety of Canadians and ensured a

coordinated departmental and inter-

departmental response where required.

Canadians following the Tiananmen

Square incident in China.

^ A very important personal safety

initiative was the comprehensive up-

grading of security arrangements and

installations in place at the Canadian

Embassy in Bogota prompted by a per-

ceived heightening of the threat to the

safety of its personnel. This situation

was a by-product of Canada's involve-

ment in supporting the campaign against

international narcotics traffickers.

The Bureau maintained its custom-

ary security clearance procedures and

conducted security investigations as

required. Comprehensive briefings

were provided for new employees and

employees proceeding to posts.
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
