
Article 6: Publication

1. Euch Party shahl ensure that its laws, regultins, procedures and administrative

rulings of generl application respecting any matter coverec by this Agreement are

promptly publishe or otherwise made avaiable in such a manner as to enable

interested persons and the other Party ta become acquainted with them.

2. When so established by its law, euch Party sha:

(a) publish i advance any such measure that it proposes ta adopt; and

(b) provide interested persans a reasanable opportunitY ta comment On such

proposed measures.

Article 7: public information and Awareness

,ach party shall promote public awareness of its labour law, including by:

(a) ensuring that public information is available related ta its labour law

and enforcement and compliance pracedures; and

(b) promoting public education regarding its labour law.

PART THREE

INSTITUTIONAL MECHANISMS

Article 8: The Canada-ChUe Commnissionl for Labour COOP«etOii

1. The parties hereby establish the Canada-ChUfe commnission for Labour

Cooperation.

2. Th Commission sha comprise a ministerial Council and s"i be assisted by

the National Secretariat of each Party.

Section A: The Couinca

Article 9: Council Structure and Procedu

1. The Council sh" comprise labor minister of the Parties or their designees.

2. The Council shall establish its rules and procedures.

3. The Council shai convene:

(a) at least once a year in regular session, and

(b) in special session at the request of cither Party.

Regular sessions sh" be chaired alternately by each Party.

4. The Counci mnay hold public sessions tu report on apprapriate matters.
