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Some welcome these policies; others have been and perﬁaps still are reticant;
but we musp move beyond these doubts, We need the cooperation of all oﬁ-fou,
particularly the new generation of officers. In order to find a climate and
conditions which will enable you to serve your country in either of the official
languages you will have tolbe the dyaamic force and the contiquiag 1ngp1ratiop
of this policy. You will have to remember that relations Between Fradpa ana
English speaking Canad;ans depend not only.upon laws, but uﬁon fhe yaraiqgs of
the huﬁan spirit, It will be necessary for all of us to work in harmoay and

to engage in honest and constructive discussion 1n order to discover what 15
needed for the full and effective 1mp1ementation of this policy. By taking part
in that process you will continue to affirm your own culture and languape and

you will render a service of great value to Canada.

I want you to be very sure that the govermment means business, I hope

your commitment to these goals will be no less firm,
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
