The Minister will be giving a major address on
Canada-Japan trade to the Canadian Chamber of Commerce in
Japan and the Canada-Japan Society, and will attend investment
seminars in Tokyo and Osaka at the invitation of members
of the important Japanese Economic Mission to Canada in October.

Miss Carney will be inaugurating the Canadian Consulate
General in Osaka, established to promote sales of Canadian
goods and services, to encourage greater investment in Canada
and to assist in the transfer of technology between Canadian
and Japanese companies.

An official Canadian delegation will assist the
Minister on her visit. Included in the delegation are Mr.
Bill Kempling, M.P. for Burlington and Chairman of the Canada-
Japan Parliamentary Association, and Mr. Robert Blanchard,
representing the International Woodworkers of America. A
number of senior business people will also be accompanying
her.
