A PROCLAMATION

‘MHEREAS Our Parliament of Canada stands prorogued to the fourteenth
day of the month of September, 1936, at which time, at Our City of
Ottawa, you were held and constrained to appear.

Now Knxow YE, that for divers causes and considerations, and taking into
consideration the ease and convenience of Qur Loving Subjects, We have thought
fit by and with the advice of Our Privy Council for Canada, to relieve you, and
each of you, of your attendance at the time aforesaid, hereby convoking and
by these Presents enjoining you and each of you, that on Saturday, the twenty-
fourth day of the month of October, 1936, you meet Us, in Our Parliament of
Canada, at Our City of Ottawa, there to take into consideration the state and
welfare of Our said Dominion of Canada and therein to do as may seem
necessary. HEreIN Fain Nor.

In Testimony WHEREOF, We have caused these our Letters to be made
Patent, and the Great Seal of Canada to be hereunto affixed. WiTNEss:
Our Right Trusty and Well-beloved Counsellor the Right Honourable
Sir Lyman Poore Duff, a member of Our Most Honourable Privy
Council, Knight Grand Cross of Our Most Distinguished Order of Saint
Michael and Saint George, Chief Justice of Canada and Deputy of
Our Right Trusty and Well-beloved John, Baron Tweedsmuir of Elsfield,
Knight Grand Cross of Our Most Distinguished Order of Saint Michael
and Saint George, Member of Qur Order of the Companions of Honour,
Governor General and Commander-in-Chief of Our Dominion of
Canada.

At Our GoverNMENT Housg, in Our City of Ottawa, in Our said Dominion,
this fourth day of September, in the year of Our Lord, one thousand
nine hundred and thirty-six and in the First year of Our Reign.
