* No government would survive. Yet that
capital has been generated by the private
seclor, and in the process of the development
there has been a very significant contribution
to the economy of Canada as a whole, and
certainly to the economy of the province. It
was not only in the private sector. It spilled
over into the public sector, where it has gene-
rated hundreds of millions of dollars of public
revenue, which otherwise would not have
been generated.

I think that is just one simple illustration,
but a big illustration in the resources devel-
opment field, and the same is generally true
in the industrial field where the public sector
could not be expected to stimulate and bring
about the kind of development which is
essential to the country in those regards.

Mr. Roberts: Several of the witnesses, I
think, have now indicated that there is noth-
ing in the White Paper that would promote,
in the private sector, the kind of investment
or the kind of saving effect turned into
investment that they would like to see. But
surely, whatever merits and demerits the
integration proposals have, if they were
implemented they would have a very strong
effect by encouraging exactly what you are
seeking to encourage, that is, the increasing
attraction of investment in Canadian compa-
nies, at least to Canadians.

There is, in the White Paper, at least in
that sector, a very strong incentive for what
it is that you have been recommending.
Admit'‘edly, I think, your brief suggests that
you do not like the way in which the integra-
tion proposal works, but it does not seem to
me to be accurate to indicate that there is
nothing in the White Paper that would
depromote this. There is a very strong factor
in it.

Mr. Dinnick: I do not think we quite
expressed it that there was nothing in the
White Paper.

Mr. Roberts: Mr. Manning just did at the
beginning of his remarks.

The Chairman: We will let Mr. Manning
speak for himself in a moment. Mr. Dinnick,
you first and then Mr. Manning.

Mr. Dinnick: All right. I was merely going
to say that I do feel that you are over-stating
a little what we said in our own brief. I do
not think we were as extreme as you have
appeared to me to indicate. I could be wrong.

Mr. Manning: That was approximately
what I was going to add. I would like to put
on an addilional comment. When you indicate

Malgré tout, si ces propositions sur l’intégra-
tion sont adoptées, elles auront précisément
pour effet d’encourager ce que vous désirez,
c’est-a-dire que les Canadiens seraient inté-
ressés a investir dans des compagnies
canadiennes.

Je crois que vous n’aimez pas la facon dont
fonctionnent ces propositions sur 'intégration.
Mais rien dans le Livre blanc n’irait 4 l’en-
contre de cela. C’est un facteur treés
important.
