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of measures dealing with this transitional
legislation. If I might also be permitted to
do what is not generally done, I should like
to pay tribute to my colleague, the Minister
of Justice (Mr. Ilsley) for the great work that
he did in piloting the measures through the
house. I think the house will support me in
that.

On motion of Mr. Mackenzie the house
adjourned at 9.17 p.m.

PRIVILEGE

MR. LENNARD—REFERENCE IN “GLOBE AND MAIL”
TO NATIONAL COUNCIL FOR CANADIAN-SOVIET
FRIENDSHIP

Mr. F. E. LENNARD (Wentworth): On a
question of privilege I wish to refer to a
Canadian press dispatch appearing in the
Globe and Mail this morning, to the effect
that at a one day conference sponsored by
the national council for Canadian-Soviet
friendship, held in Ottawa yesterday, some—
—one hundred - delegates, including parliamen-
tarians, labour and other representatives at-
tended, with Professor Barker Fairley of the
university of Toronto acting as chairman in the
absence of Leslie Roberts, Montreal writer, and
president of the council.

By failing. &ir, to name the parliamentarians
who were among the one hundred delegates
a reflection is cast upon members of this
house. I wish it to be distinetly understood
that I was not one of them.

Mr. MACKENZIE: On a point of order,
I do not think for one moment that the point
raised by the hon. member was a question of
privilege. Every hon. member of this parlia-
ment is free to do as he wishes with respect
to any motion or movement on parliamentary
or economic history.

MR. REID—REFERENCE TO ARTICLE IN
WINNIPEG “TRIBUNE”

Mr. THOMAS REID (New Westminster) :
On a question of privilege, Mr. Speaker, I
wish to refer to an article which appeared in
the Winnipeg ZT7ribune under the heading:
“Pastor wants house gym for saggy M.P’s.”
My objection is to the last paragraph in which
I am described as, “Thomas Reid, the Pro-
gressive Conservative”. I have been called
a number of names in my day, Mr. Speaker,
but this is the first time I have been referred
to as a Progressive Conservative, and I wish
to make a correction.

DECORATIONS—REFERENCE TO RETURN ORDERED
oN APRIL 30
