In the individual honour courses it is
interesting to note that of the eleven students who
took fhirst rank honours in French (alone or in combin-
ation) ten came from Quebec. One of these students

took full honour courses in both French and German.

In economics and pelitical science 14 students

graduated with honours, of whom 11 came from Quebec.

From the above anelysis it will be seen that the
alleged contention that McGill is handicapped by the
Quebee schools is not sustained. Of the students who
entered the 1931 class in the Faculty of Arts in the fall
of 1927 seventy-one percent were from the schools of
Quebeec. The same percent of students graduated in the

spring of 1931.
