S0DA DISPENSER

“Old Ben,” Plantation Slave, I
Has Distinction of Blaz- | s

ing the Way.

The first -soda dispenser in New
York was, according to The Pharm-
aceutical Era, an’ aged negro, Ben
Austen, better known as “Old Ben,"
who. was burn a glave on the plantation
of“a Mr. Austin. in North™ Carolina.
He.was given his freedom at his mas-
ter's death and went to New York
and was married in 1836.

" 1838 he had his first experience
in the soda water business with John
Matthews. The elder Matthews at that
tim: was established at -66  Gold
street, where he manufactured soda
water apparatus. Soon afterward he
undertook to .make soda water with
a wooden generator, a gasometer and
a pump. 3

The gae passed from the generator
into the gasometer and was thence
pumped to the fountain. Twe or three
gasometerfuls was the fountain charge,
and “Old Ben's” thumb applied to the
founitain cock was safety valve and
Zauge alike.

If the thumb  eould hold
against the pressure, nore gas was
pumned intoe the fountain; jf the
thumb was forced from the Open cock,
it wes decided that the pressure wag
at least 150 pounds, and the fountain
was deemed /charged
