These women asked for nothing
but the chance of helping. They
sot aside the demand for the suf-
frage, which was till lately among
them the predominant desire.

But it is time for men
graciously, magnanimously: and
shall we say repentantly, to recog-
nize what has happened. We ven-
ture to say that the vast majority
of women workers would be cheer-
ed and heartened to an extra-
ordinary degree by such a recog-
nition. They are willing to wait
till the war is over, but they have
not abandoned their convictions.
and they are ready to resume the
struggle in more auspicious
times. Let us tell them frankly
that they will not need to resume
the struggle. They have proved
their case up to thed:}nt by deeds

r than by words.

m%: do not say that votes shou}d
be given to women as a reward
for their work. Their work can-
not be rewarded in any such
fashion. But we do say that it
is time to own the revelation of
women’s nature and quality which
this war has already made td all
but the blind. Nor is this our
only reason. There lie ahead of
us problems perhaps even more
difficult and fintricate than those
we are passing now. We cannot
realize all that is involved in the
social reconstruction which must
follow this war. The problems
that will emerge are of a kind
largely independent of present
political parties. They will mean
the shaking of the whole land.
We shall want all the wisdom
and all the deep hearts of women
if we are to come out of the
seething turmoil a united and
happy people beginning the world
again.

AUSTRIANS ENGAGE
IN NEW ADVENTURE

Throw Forces Across Bug
River for Advance Upon
Kovel.

TO MEET WITH FIGHT

Expect Russians to Offer
Strongest Resistance to
Latest Operations.

AUSTRIAN ARMY HBADQUAR-
THERS, Aug. 4, via -Lonaon-—Nﬂ;lt:f
the evacuation by the Russians o e
t(l::treuu of Warsaw and Ivangorod
is expectod here from hour to hour.

‘While genera] attention is concen-
trated on the impending Russian eva-
cuation of Warsaw and the Vistula
ine, events of scarcely less impor-
tance are taking place on the south-
eastern front, namely, the Austrian-
Hungarian passage of the Bug River
line and the advance against Viadi-
mir-Volynsk and Kovel, in Volhynia.
. This operation renders the position
of the Russian left wing in East Ga-
Yicla precarious and will probably be
the determining factor in forcing the
retirement of the Russians from the
Bug, Zlota Lipa. and Dniaster line,
and in freeing Galicia entirely from
the invading army.

Wedge Crosses Bug.

The destination of the' Austrian
wegige, which crossed the Bug River
between Sokal and Krylow, is appar-
ently Kovel, an important railroad
junction located on the southern edge
of the great Rokitno swamps. The
effect of this advance will he to cut
communication between the Russian
armies ‘6perating in Poland and sou-
thern Russia and accomplish what
Field Marshal Baron Conrad, Von
Hoetzendorf and Field Marshal Von
Hindenburg hitherto have been un-
able to do, namely, drive a complete
breach in the long Russian battle-
front and leave one set of armies op-
erating to the northwest of the ime
passable swamps and the other to the
southwest of this region, without the
possibility of transferring reinforce-
ments from one to the other except
'hy a long, circuitous railway journey
thru central Ruesia.

The Russians may therefore be ex-
pected to offer the strongest resist-
ance to these operations.

Ontario License Board Will|

Restrict Sale to the
Soldiers.

WARNING IS GIVEN

Cancellation of Licenses to
Follow if Privileges
Are Abused.

Chairman Flavelle of the Ontario
Ticense Board announced a very
drastic action by - the commission at
the . parliament buildings yesterday
afternoon. He stated that the board
had given careful consideration to the
reports from Kingston of the sale of
intoxicating liquors to soldiers in
uniform during prohibited hours, and
also to soldiers who were under. the
influence of liquor. The reports had
been investigated and verified by Vice-
Chairman Dingman.

In view of the vital importance to

the military service of the strict ob- |

servance of the liquor law by the li-
cense holders, the board had adopted
an order fixing the closing hour of all
tavern licenses and retail liquor shops
in the City of Kingston at 7 o'clock
for every week night, the same as
Saturdays. This action, Chairman
Flavelle said, was but tentative, and
constituted a warni If it did not
‘Prove effective, something much more
drastic would be promptly imposed,
such as the suspension or absolute
cancellation of the licenses.

The order, which goes into effect
forthwith, affects 15 Kingston hotels
and six Mquor shops. -

The statement is made that Great
PBritain is just as rich today as when
the war commenced.

From the standpoint
of comfort ani wealth Great Britain,
according to Sir George, has not felt
the war at all. Her ocean tonnage is
larger than it was a year ago, and her
argosiés of commerce are found on

to grow poorer instead of richer as
the war proceeds. Yet it is premature
t0 bank upon a financial collapse. The
German mark is at a discount of 15
per cent., but the rate against Russia
is even more unfaverable.

Votes for Women in Britain

No more notable triumph has been
gained for many years by the women
franchise societies of Great Britain
than the advocacy by The British
Weekly, the leading organ of non-
conformist opiniaon, of a speedy grant-
ing of the vote. Officially the Asquith
Government sat on the fence on this
Question. So did the Conservative
party. Great men on both sides of the
house were divided in opinion. Many
of the leading men of both parties
favored women suffrage and many op-

There should be a cordial response
to the appeal made a few days ago by
the women’s organizations of the city
for funds to provide field kitchens for
the soldiers at the front. .This is a
form of assistance that. has been of
the most valuable kind. It is not
merely that famished men have been
supported in times of distress by a
little food, but the moral effect of the
ministrations thus rendered is inestim-
able.

The men are enable to realize in the
most practical way that their efforts
are not under-estimated. They feel that
there is a little more consideration for
them than the merely official soliei-
tude, careful as that may be. The
direct interest of private effort extend-
ing helping hands and warm comfort
as near the actual field of battle as
may be is the strongest testimony to
the men in the ranks that they are
being thought about at home.

It is fitting that the women of Can-
ada should be identified with this
movement to place field kitchens in the
theatre of war. It is no experiment.
It has proved to be a wonderful suc-
cess wherever it has been tried. It
is practical and endorsed by the mili-
tary ‘authorities. It is a message of
cheer to the boys at the front. It is
needed in the dark days that are slow-
ly coming on as the winter season
once more approaches.

Those long days and nights in the
trenches in snow and frost, while we
sleep warm at home,’ should stir a
iiberal response to this appeal for the
fileld kitchen fund. Immense sums
have been contributed for machine
guns, until the government feels that
enough has been done. But there need
be no stint in this errand of kindness
and mercy.

Ralph Connor Explains

In an interview with Mr. Vernon
Knowles had at Kenora, Ontario, and
appearing in The Winnipeg Telegram
of Monday last, the Rev..C. W. Gor-
don (Ralph Connor) declared a pre-
vious inlerview published in a To-
ronto contemporary “had been en-
tirely misconstrued.” In particuldr he
most emphatically denied saying that
Great . Britain was looking forward
to defeat. “What I did say,” he' is
reported to have remarked, “was that
while 1 had been there, there had been
a great deal of depression owing to
the feeling that something was wrong."”
Now that the situation has cleared,
Britain, Mr. Gordon holds, “is calm
and cheerful, but expects a long-
drawn-out conflict, with the possibil-
ity of a break at any time.”

The Toronto interview was eagerly
seized upon by a prominent anti-
British newspaper in New York, which
reproduced it with a caption based on
the misconstruction to which Mr. Gor-
don referred. Misrepresentations of
this kind cannot be defended, but
neither can they be prevented.

FOREICN RECRUITS.

Editor World: In your issue of the 29th
you publish a letter by F. R.Haines
on recruiting "and the foreign ele-
ment, and while he is right in part,
or as far as he goes, he Joes not go
far enough. He says in looking down
the lists you will only see one foreign
name in a hundred. If he said one in
10,000 he would be nearer the mark;
and when he speaks of them enlisting
he shows that he is not familiar with
the foreign elément, that is, outside
of the Italians. Ihave spoken to any
number, and askei them why they
don’t enlist, and the following answers
are always given: “I don’t have to:
not for mine”; “I am married, who
who will feed my wife and chikdren?”
Ask them when or how you like, you
get a ready reply as tho they were
schooled to it, and, indeed any num-
ber will tell you the reason so many
married men have gone i{s because they
don’t love their wives ani want to get
rid of them. The fact is, they are too
lazy; they are too lazy even to g0 and
work at manly work at trades. They
would rather sit in a nice warm work-
room at a sewing machine, taking the
bread and butter out of the mouths of
Canadian women and children, and in
this the women are to blame, for if
they demanded women-made gar-
ments for women, the stores would
soon supply them, and I often wonder
if women have anv idea when they are
buying ready-made garments if they
know they are aiding a lot of hale,
hearty men foreigners to live -lazy,
easy lives, and aiding them to avoid
hard labor, and taking their places as
men and hindering them from mixing
with other men and becoming good,
useful citizens.

.Are you aware that it is mostly for-
eigners, anl Austrians at that, that
worked on a large militarye clothing
order in this city? Yes, and one was
an Austrian reservist at that.

SEIZURE OF DACIA
NOW CONFIRMED

Judgment Has Been Given by the
French Prize Court.

PARIS, )\ug. 4—A Frenglk prize court
today confirmed the capture of the
American cotton ship Dacia.

The Dacia formerly belonged to the
Hamburg-American Line. She changed
her registry and became an American
ship. . Laden with cotron and destined
for Germany she was picked up on Feb.
27 by a French cruiser and taken into
Brest.

A commission of irquiry into the cap-
ture of the vessel instituted on March
28 declared the seizure to be valid. The
case then went before a French prize
court, which has now confirmed the
capture.
