It was
generally believed when it became
known he was about to undertake a
mission that the Balkans would be
his destination, for therc is no man
in the British Empire better equipped
with a knowledge of near eastern af-
fairs, military and political, than he.

It is thought that his acti®ities will
not be confined to this theatre of
war, however, bnt that he will visit
Egypt to inspect the Jdefenccs of the
Suez Canal against a possible German
or Turkish atiack; Mesopotamia,
where the British expedition is doing
higger things than was expected of it,
and is now nearing Bagdads and the
Dardanelles, where steps are  being
taken to push the operations to a
conclusion.

Besides this, it is understood that
his duties will include efforts to co-
ordinate the work of the general
staffs of the allied armies.
