In this connection It may be mentioned 
that the department has been officially 
Informed that the usual run of gravid 
salmon, that Is salmon about to spawn, 
which passes up the Fraser as a rule 
between 25th August and 4th Septem­
ber, has not occurred this season. If 
the upper spawning beds tor this rea­
son lack the usual number of parent 
fish the result Is bound to have serious 
consequences to the cannera In the 
near future.

■Is Sister Beads the Description ef the Un­
known Suicide In Toronto and Is Con­
vinced That the Maa Is Her Wayward 

> Brother- Authorities Holding the Body, 
Which May Be Idemtlfled To-day,

Ithaca, Sept. 27.—A Toronto despatch of 
Sept. 24 told of the finding of the body of 
a young man at the Queen’s Hotel wjio had 
registered as “H. Nanta” of New York, 
and had killed himself with prussic acid. 
The description of the suicide was read 
this morning by the sister of Edward 0. 
Wanzer, a merchant of this city who ha» 
been missing since Sept. 15. Miss Wan­
zer Immediately telegraphed the Toronto 
officials to hold the body for Identification, 
and there seems to be little doubt that 
the suicide Is Edward C. Wanzer. When 
u boy he was adopted by Mr. Charles Wan­
zer of this city. A few years ago his fa­
ther started him In business, and up to 
Sept. 14 it was supposed he had been do­
ing well. It seeuis, nowever, that the 
hard times had brought him to the verge 
of ruin, and he began forging his father's 
name to various papers. On Sept. 15 he de­
cided to leave Ithaca for parts unknown. 
Before going, however, he victimized the 
majority of the Ithaca merchants by means 
of forged cheques. His plan of operation 
was to enter u store .and buy a dollar’s 
worth of goods or pay a small bill, and 
give a $10 or $15 cheque, receiving the dif­
ference tn cash. The cheques all bore the 
forged signature of his father.Charles Wan­
zer. and before the banks discovered the 
forgery the forger had disappeared. Be­
fore leaving he wrote a note to his wife, 
ei-closing $25, with the words: “This Is 
to buy baby some clothes. I hope you can 
bring him up to be a better man than I 
have been.”
