The crystaline carbonaceous fuel of
an anthracite type, which has besn
found near Sudbury, appears to Vary,
much in character, whether a sample
is provided by some one who has some
interest, or some one who has no in-
terest in the claim or claims in ques-!
tion. Fuel of a very pute and hgh-
grade character is seen on the one
hand, while on the other so much rock
matter or ash is mixed with the car-
bonaceous matter as to make it ques-
tionable whether it would bear trans-
portation. The crystalline character
and lack of bedded structure naturally
makes it imperative that omly such
material be accepted, “in sight” as is
actually proved by work. It is satis-
factory to know that the Government
diamond drill is about to be put at
work on this coal deposit, for, just as
in the case of natural gas, wz are
never sure of the bounties nature may
kave in store, and which are not
expected.

The first anthracite coal found in
Canada was in Queen Charlotte Island
in the Pacific. The coal appeared tc
have been altered into its high-grade
by the action of volcanic rocks, but
the formation was so disturbed that
after the expenditure of a good deal
of, money, the enterprise was avband-
oned. The only anthracite that is be-
ing mined in Canada is at Anthracite
on the main line of the Canadian Pa-
cific Railway, near Banff. The fuel is
a cretaceous coal, ligater in weight
than that we are accustomed to see
from Pennsylvania, but running over
80 per cent. in fixed carbon and exhib-
iting all the characteristics of a good
anthracite coal in a base burner, fur-
nace or cooking stove. - It supplies a
large proportion of the anthracite con-
sumed from Vancouver to Winnipeg.
This “anthracite coal fleld is already
proving a great boon to the great
Northwest, and the smelters in British
Columbia, are finding it a valuable ad-
junct to their coai and wood consump-
tion. The seams of coal are numer-
ous and vary from three to ten and
even twenty feet in thickness.

With regard to the next grade of
'coal a practically uniimited source of
supply - -is opened up in -bitumunous
coals. i

Nova Scotia boasts of at least three
splendid coal fields in the Cape Bre-
ton, the Pictou and the Springhill
areas. All of these furnish high-grade
coals, and from some of the seains ul
excellent quality of coke is made.

Unfortunately, under
the shadow of their reputation for
energy and integrity, there has sprung
up a fungoid growth of so-called min-

ing brokers, whose operations have
already caused distrust among that
class of investors who have been de-
ceived by their specious representa-
tions, and whose actions in some cas~es |
have proved so dubious as to cause
the issuance of a circular by the
banks -and larger financial institu-
ti-ns forbidding their employes to buy
or sell mining stocks.

These so-called brokerage houses are
simply mining bucket shops. The,
damage they do to legitimate minins
brokers is incalculable. The public
are not wont to djiscriminate when
they are angry, and they class the|
honorable broker with the bucket shop
dealer, without waliting to distinguish
between .them.

WEYLER EXPEDITION ROUTED. -

Insurgents and Alligators Played Havoc
With a Force of 300 Men Semt
Against Cuban Rebels.

New York, Feb. 1.—A Key West spe-
cial to The World says: “Another ma-
rine disaster to the Spaniards is re~
ported. This time the Navy Depart-
ment will not be charged with it, as
one of Gen., Weyler’s own river expe-
ditions was badly used up. Fifteen
boats are said to have been sunk, 100
mén are reported to have been killed
or to be missing, and the number of
wounded is put at 75.

Hearing - that the insurgents had
fortified some heights mnear Paez, on
the River Caunao, Santa Clara 0~
vince, Gen. Weyler sent Col. Serves
with 300 men in small boats to capture
the place and destroy the forts. Af-
ter proceeding up the river about 20
miles, on rounding a sharp bend, a
heavy fire was opened on the expedi-
tion with rifiles and a six-pound fleld
plece. The river there is shallow and

narrow, the channel being near the!

Yank where the insurgents were.

The fourth shot from the cannon
sank one boat. A moment later an-
other boat was sunk.  The Spaniards
leaped out of their boats, waded to
}and and charged the insurgents, who
were protected by the heights and the
thick bush. The Spaniards drove the
insurgents off, but could not capture
the cannon.

Resuming the journey, the expedi-
tion .was harassed at every bend of
the river. A few miles from Paez, the
Cubans opened fire with two cannons.
Six boats were quickly sunk, and then
the rebel rifles played havoc with the
Spanish soldiers as they struggled in
the water. Four of the wounded men
were caught by alligators near shore
and dragged under. Col. Serves was
forced to order a retreat, which
speedily became a rout. Hastily the
boats pulled back, but the Cubans pur-
sued, keeping up a constant fire and
sinking more boats. Had not rein-
forcements met the Spanish ten miles
from Cienfuegos, mnot one hundred
men would have esca e
