THE EMPIRE'S STILL-BORN POLICY.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier occupied a dunal
position in the Jubilee celebration. He
was at_the same time the Canadian
Premier and an Imperial statesman. In
considering new proposals looking to-
wards Imperial Federation he was under
obligation to favor no scheme that seri-
ously affected the interests of either
Capyada or the Empire, At the same
time it was manifestly his duty to sup-
port such projects as tended to better
the position of the Mother Country. and
thd Dominian of Canada. For several
years back British and colonial states-
L wen have been racking their brains te
devise some scheme whereby the inter-
ests. of all parts of the Empire would
be jointly benefited. Prizes have been
offered to the extent of £1000 each for
the origination of a policy of Imperial
Federation based on closer commercial
union. Cenferences have beoa held in
London and at Ottawa. An immense
amount of thought has been bestowed
upon the problem of devising a policy
that would harmonize all®individual in-
terests and benefit the Empire as a
whole. The Jubilee celcbration seemed
to be an occasion when the KEmpire
would give birth to some new idea, some
new policy. The Jubilee was the,u:b
tion's period of parturition. It was sn
event full of expectancy and hope.
Every part of the Empire, the whole
world, was anxiously awaiting the éut-
come of the nation’s lying-in. At the
present moment it looks as if the pro-
ject evolved is still-born. And if the Em-
pire will hold anyone responsible for the
unlucky failure that seems to charac-
terize the event that person is the Prem,
ier of Canada. The policy of preferen-
tial trade, or Imperial protection, as it
is sometimes called, seemed to be a lusty
infant, full of promise. Everyone was
delighted with the evidences of its vi-
tality and inherent strength. But an
evil genius came along and soused the
infant'in cold water. Now, it is blue
and shivering. and no one knows wheth-
er it will live or die. - The Canadian
Premier having rejected the lmpenal
trade proposals little wonder that out-

The New York Tribune considers the
problem of creating and maintaining a
world-wide empire similar to the squar-
ing of the circle. No wonder the editor
of that journal has little faith in the
practicability of a commercially-united
Empire, when he learns that the Premier
of Canada has rejected the splendid and
munificent offer of Great Britain for the
extension of Imperial trade. If Sir Wil-
frid Laurier had accepted the proposals
of the Colonial Secretary,of the Duke of
Devonshire, of Lord Rosebery, of the
people of Great Britain, in faet, there
would have been practical unanimity ¢n
the question of preferential trade. But
the chief colonial :representative, the
colonial lion of the Jubilee, threw ice-
cold water on the project, and for tbe
time being it lies still-born and Kaiser
William and the rest of them are laugh-
ing at the thing as a farce.

As the Premier of Canada, Sir Wii-
frid Laurier should have vigorously sup-
ported any policy that worked. for the
advantage of this country. His loyalty
to Canada should have been no less
manifest than his loyalty to the Empire.
But true it is that Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s
attitude on the trade question has been
prejudicial to both Canada and the Km-
pire. = Preferential trade is the only
project within sight that will consolidate
and unify the Empire. l're‘f[gentml
trade is the only wisible policy that will
consolidate the new British Empire in
the same way - that protection created
and consolidated the German empire and
the United States.

It is hardly necessary for us fo ar-
gue that preferential trade would have
done more for Canada than the national
policy or any other policy that has ever
been tried in Canada.

Preferential trade weould have increas-
ed Cannda’s population by millions, ' 1t
would at the same time have formed a
bond to unite the different parts of the
Empire indissolubly together.

It was a policy which the Premier of
Canada could not only have accepted
without sacrificing this loyalty to either
Canada or the Empire, but which he
could have championed with all the en-
thusiasm at his command. But he did
neither, . He allowed it to come into ihe
world still-born.

COLONIAL CONFERENCES.

We live in the record reign, and at s
time when the progress which has been
made during its 60 years, in science,
literature and art, has been chronicled
by the best of writers to the satisfaction
of the commurity generally. We are in-
clined to think that it would be interest-
ing and profitable if a similar record
could _be made of Imperial Federation
and of the advances which have bheen
made during the lattér part of Her Ma-
iesty's reign in the direction  of the
unity of the Empiro.L The historian of
the movement cannét vet be said to
have appeared. and Ll’s must be our ex-
cuse for advancing a few considerations
on the subject in a newspaper article.

It is at least twenty years since the
words _ “Imperial Federation” became
current as equivalent to a closer union
of the countries of the British\, Empire.
The league was not formed until No-
vember. 1884. and the first number of
its journal did not make its appearance
until Jan. 1, 1886. e latter was pub-

source of information concerning the
progress of the movement, but also con-
tain most valuable discussions on the
details of the subject.

During 1886, the first year of the pub-
lication of ‘“Imperial Federation,” the
Colonial and Indian Exhibition {fook
place. and the gircumstances attending
it seem to have influenced the Govern-
ment of the day in calling together the
first Colonial Conference, which met in
1887. The subjects brought before this

5 | assemblage had mostly reference to Im-

verial defence ' and intercommunication,
but Imvperial Foderation was expressly
excluded. The late Mr. Stanhops, Secre-
tary of State for the Colonies in the
Government of Lord Salisbury, which
was then in power, in his invitation
despatch to the governors of colonies
under responsible governments, dated
Nov. 25, 1886, wrote as follows: “I
should deprecate the @iscussion at the
oresent time of any of the subjects fall-
ing within - the range of what is known
as political federation. There has becn
no eXpression of colonial opinion in fa-
vor of any steps in that direction, and
Her Maiesty’s Government are of opin-
ion that there would be mo advantage
in the informal discussion of a very dif-
ficult problem before any basis had been
accepted by the governments concern-
e(i." .

Later on. a similar position was taken

the Imperial Federation League, to call
another conference. On July 23, 1839,
the Premier renlied and stated among
other things: “In our opinion it would
be an unusual and inexpedient course
for the Government to éummon a meet-
ing to consider the question of federa-
tion, 'unless they were themselves pre-
pared to make a recommendation upon
the subiect.” Evidenty Lord Salisbury
was not then “ready for the question.”
Neither was Lord Rosebery, for, when
he came into power in 1894, he refrain-
ed from following the advice he gave
to Lord Salisbury. He did, however,
send a representative to the second
Colonial Conference. which met at Otta-
wa, and at which for the finst time the
Colonial Empire spoke its mind as re-
gards Imperial trade. But the wider
question of Imperial Federation was
again avoided at this second conferencs,
Jeaving us ignorant of the opinions of
colonial statesmen regarding taxation
for defence and Imperial representation.

Between the Ottawa Conference of
1894 and the meetings of the colonial
premiers with the Imperial authornties,
which are now thking place in London,
a most remarkable series of events has
taken place favorable to Imperial unity,
including expressions of opinion by the
statesmen in
which the phrase “Imperial Federation”
has come to honor agam and its prob-
lems been discussed wimn far less so-
serve than formerly. To none of these
has greater importance been attachod
than to the speeches of Mr, Chamberlain,
and it is noteworthy that his ‘despatch
to the colonial governors of Jan. 28 last
invites the premiers, not only to take
part in the Jubilee celebration, but also
to. discuss what is. nothing more nor
less than the essentials of Imperial Fed-
eration. The words used by Mr. Cham-
berlain are as follows: “Should this n-
vitation be accepted by the premiers of
the self-governing colonies, their pre-
sence in London would afford a most
valuable opportunity for the discussion
of many subjects of the greatest interest
to the Empire, such as commercial un-
ion. colonial defence, representation of
the colonies, legislation with regard to
emigrants from Asia and elsewhere and
other similatr subiects.” Compare this
with the program of Mr. Stanhope ten
vears agoand the immense stride which
bas been made during that interval will
become apparent. The present meet-
ings seem to be of far greater coilse-
auence than any ever before held of
home and colonial authorities, and, tak-
en as a whole, fully deserve to be de-
scribed as the Third Colonial Confer-
ence.

From the fact that discussion has
been pronosed on subjects of such mag-
nitude by a Government with Lord
Sulispur,v at its head, and having :n
view his opinion above quoted, we are
entitled to assume that he has, after

mind and that his Government are now
prepared to make recommendations for
Imperial Federation. Recent cable de-
spatches contain reports of rumors as to
what these recommendations are iikely
to be. and one of them mentioned is the
representation of the -colomies in the
House of Lords. Whatever they may
be. it is very certain that they will be
received bv the outer empire nvith the
greatest interbst, and discussed with a
determination to make them, if at 411
possible, the basis of the foundation of a
united empire.

NO ALIENS NEED APPLY.

We are glad to see that the Govern-
ment is about to enforce ifs alien labor
law in Western Canada so as to protect
Canadian workmen during the construc-
tion of the Crow's Nest Pass Railway,
Half a dozen different laws against
aliens exist in the United States and it
is about time reciprocal treatment were
meted out to United Statesians on this
side of the line. The rails for the
’Crmv's Nest Railway are now on their
‘“fuv out west. The work of construction
will go on with vigor all summer and
emvloyment will be afforded to thou-
sands of men. None but Canadians
should get the benefit of this or any
other%mployment that is to be had. We
cannot enforce the law too stringently.
The effect of the imposition of the 3-
cent-a-day tax on aliens in Pennsylvania
has been to precludé any one but United
States citizens from -obtaining employ-
ment in that state. The employers of
labor are made responsible for the pay-
ment of the tax and sooner than have
the trouble of collecting it they are «n-
gaging no aliens at all.

Chicago will have to pay a yearly tax
of $1 if Mayor Harrison signs the or-
dinance,” which the Counecil passed last
night.
