The Day’s Proceedings, Summed
Up, Show Well for Dreyfus—An-
other Forgery Unearthed,

Rennes, Aug. 17.—With the usual attend-
ance and without any noteworthy incident,
the second trial by court martial of Captain
Alfred Dreyfus was resumed this morning
in the Lycee. Previous to the opening of
the proceedings it becume' known that
Maitre Labori, leading counsel for Dreyfus,
who was shot in the back from ambush
Monday, was slightly worse to-day. His
physicians have not yet extracted the bul-
let; his fever continues to increase, and it
is not believed that he will be able to
attend court Monday. Consequently Maitre
Monpard, counsel for the Dreyfus family be-
fore the Court o1 Cassation in the trial
revision,r has been summoned to replace M.
Labori until such time as the latter is able
to resume conduct of the case. M. Monard
is expected to- appear in court to-morrow.
Although he is a poor substitute for the

brilliant, energetic Labori, it is hoped the
presence of M, Monard will strengunen the
defence.

Brighter Prospects for Dreyfus.

However, in spite of The difficulties en-
ccuntered by the defence, to-day’s session
of the court opened with brighter pros-
pects for the prisoner, as M. Demange,
counsel for the defence, evidently cane
primed with questions and subjected Gen-
eral Roget, who resumed his deposition on
the opening of the court, dealing with the
theft of ksterhazy's letters from Mme.
Fays, to a warm crose-examining fire. A
nember of counsel’s shots struck the bulls-
eye and made the general squirm in his
General Roget was unable to conceal his
anuoyance and auger when M. Demange
seored. The witness’ fingers twitched ner-
yously, and he frequently turned for conso-
Jation towards Generals Billot and Zurlin-
den, former Ministers of War, who were
sedated on the witnesses’ seats behind  him.
The general also threw glances of savage
resentment at the audience when, as hap-
pened several times, suppressed titters
went .around the room when M, Demange
cornered him. Finally, General Roget be-
came quite red in the face and answered M.
Demange in a hollow volce, contrasting
strangely with his confident tone of yester-
day. W o

‘ihen came a witness who proved to be
2 splendid reinforcement for Dreyfus. It
was M. Bertullus, the examining magistrate
who received -the late Lieut.-Col. Henry's
confession of forgery. In almost Inaudible
tones, owing to hoarseness, M. Bertullus
gave his testimony, which was a veritable
speech for-the defence. Coming from a man
of the high legal reputation of M. Bertul-
lus, this evidence ralsed the hopes of the
Dreyfusards immensely, as it, apparently,
made a deep impression on the members
of the court.

But Wellman is a Cripple and Has a
Grim Story to Tell of
His Travels.

HAD A SUCCESSION OF DISASTERS.

Was Dragged 200 Miles on a Sledge
by Norwegians—Found New
Lands and Islands,

Tromsoe, Island of Tromsoe, Norway,
Aug. 17.—Walter Wellman, and the survi-
vors of the Polar expedition led by him,
arrived here this evening on the steamer
Capella,  having successfully completed
thelt explorations in Franz Josef Land.
Mr. Wellman has discovered important
new lands and many islands,

A Grim Story,

The expedition brings a grim story of
Arctic tragedy. In the autumn of 1808,
an ontpost called Fort McKinley was es-
tablished in latitude 81. It was a house

bullt of rocks and roofed over with walrus
hide. Two Norweglans, Paul Bjoervig and
Bert Bentzen, the latter of whom wag with
Nansen on the Fram, remalned there. The
aln party wintered In a canvas-covered
ut called Harmsworth House at Cape ‘Le-
gethoff, on the southern polnt of Hall's
Island, latitude 80. About the middle of
Febrnary before the rise of the sun to its
winter height, Mr., Wellman, with three
Norwegians and 45 dogs, started north, It
was the earliest sledge journey on record
in that high latitude. .

On reaching Fort McKln!e{ Mr. Wellman
found Bentzen dead. Bjoerv g, according to
promise, had kept the body in the house,
slecping beside it through two montlis of
Arcuce darkness. Notwichstanding his ter-
rible experience, the survivor was safe and
cheerful.

40 and 50 Below Zero,

Pushing northward throughrt rough lce
and severe storms, with a contlnuous tem-
peratuge for ten days between 40 and 50
degrées below zero, the party found new
lands, h of Freedom nd, where

“in 1895, middle -of
March all hands were lent of reaching
latitnde 87 or 88, if not the pole Itself. .
A Succession of Dixasters.

Then began a succession of disasters. Mr,
Wellman, while leading the part{, fell in-
to a snow-covered crevasse, seriously 1in-
juring one of his legs and compelling a
retreat.

Two days later the party was roused at
midnight by an icequake under them, due
to pressure. In a few moments many dogs
were crushed and the sledf:es destroyed.
The members of the expedition narrowly
escaped with their lives, thougn they man-
aged to save their preclous sleeping bags
and some dogs and provisions.

Bravery of Norwegians.

On Wellman's condition becoming alarm-
Ing, as inflammation set in, the brave Nor-
weglans dragged him on a sledge, by
forced marches, nearly 200 miles to head-
quarters, arriving there early last April.
Mr. Wellman is still unable to walk and
will probably be permanently crippled.

After reaching headquarters other
members explored regions hitherto
unknown, and important scientific work
was done by Lieut. Evelyn B. Baldwin of
the United States Bureau, Dr. Edward
Hofma of Grand Haven, Mich., and Mr. A.
Harlan of the United States Coast Survey.
The expedition killed 47 bears and many
walruses.

Saw Nothing of Andree,

The Capella arrived at Cape Tegethof?
in search of the expedition on July 27 last.

APPARENTLY A SURRENDER.

Kruger's New Proposal Makes Some
Concessions for Which no Re-
turn is Asked.

—

THE RESULT OF DELIBERATIONS

Detween Bloemfontein,Pretoria and
Cape Town—Burghers Warned
to Be Ready for the Field.

London, Aug. 18.—The Johannesburg cor-
respondent of The Dally Mail says: *I
learn that iustead of replying to the pro-
posal of Mr. Chamberlain, British Colonial
Becretary, to refer the franchise contro-
versy to a jolnt commission of inquiry, the
Transvaal Government ' will intimate its
willingness to grant a five-year simple.fran-
chise, retrospective and uncloggzed by re-
strictions, and that the representation of
the gold fields will be extended to one-
fourtn of the Volksraad, thus exceeding
the fifth, demanded by Sir Alfred Milner,
and rendering an inquiry into the present
franchise law unnecessary. Nothing will
be demanded in return for these conces-
slons; but a suggestion will be made that
the Imperial Govermment should grant
something reciprocal. This apparent sur-
render must, however, be
caution. Unless the laws are properly se-
cured by ‘effectual guarantees they may
only be intended to grant the shadow of
reform, with the object of gaining time
and glnclng Great Britaln at a disadvan-
tage.

Confirmation of the Report,

The (nlm‘i)andents of The Times and
The Standard at Johannesburg confirm the
statement of the correspondent of The
Daily Mall, asserting that the new scheme
of the Transyaal Executlve is said to be
the result of deliberations hetween Pre-
toria, Bleemfontein and the Afrikander poli-
ticlans at Cape Town.
