THE INTERNATIONAL BRIDGE,

Arrangements Made for a Renewsal
of the Superstructure Across
the Niagara River,

Arrangements bave been made for the
renews] of the superstructure of the bridge
_arross the Niagara River at Buffalo, com-
monly known as the Internationai Bridge,
the property of the .JInternational Bridge
Comp uy. The Bridge consists of 1two
distine . and independent structures. One
of theye is the bridge across the Niagara
River proper; the other is that across
Black Rock harbor.  The bridge across the
river consists of eight spans, and has a
total length of 1967 feet. Two openings
are bridged by the arms of the draw-
girder, which bhas a total length of 362
feet. Th. length of the bridge across
Black Rocy harbor Is 517 feet. The draw-
span of this bridge has a clear opening of
107 feet. This work is being carried out
in order to bripg the bridge fully up to
the requirements of modern rolling stock
and loads, w~hich are conslderably more
than doubr of what they were in 1870,
when the erection of the existing structure
was begun. The Detroit Bridge & Iron
‘Works have the contract for the remewal,
and it is expected that the work will be
completed during the -currént year.

FEA

But Her Intended Visit to

Ireland Will Have the Most

Beneficial Effect on the United Klngddm--

London;, March 10.—Queen Victoria's de-
cislon to stay In her own dominions instead
of going to Italy, and all the jubiations in
Fngland in consequence, are not entirely
due to the causes attributed by the Bri ish
press, It Is learmed that the Italian Gov-

rnment had daily been growing more perv-
ous as the date of the Queen’s visit, ap-
proached, and, finally, notified Her Maj-
esty's Government that it would not care
to aceept the responsibillty of the Sover-
olgn’s safety, owing to the strong recruda?s-
cence of the Anarchistic movement thrnout
Europe. Reports from other powers coa-
firmed the Itallan lmpressions,

Afraid of Anarchists,
This, apparently, was the chief factor In
the Queen’s sudden change of plans, tho,
doubtless, many of her Ministers thought
it would be better for her to remain at
home while the nation was in the throes
of war. In any case the result, with the
accompanying celebrations and the an-
pouncement of the Queen’s coming trip to
Ireland, has had the most beneficlal effect
on the United Kingdom.

Trade Has Revived.
Galety reigus, trade has revived, and
shopkeepers, especlally those of the Metr>-
polis, look forward to big business. It has
long been a standing grievance that the
Queen so seldom visited London, but her
present stay is fully atoning for her past
peglect. As for soclety in Ireland, it is In
a state of hubbub and excitemeunt such as
bas not been Seen for many a year,

Festivities in London,
Regardless of politics, the Queen’s visit
to Dublin will doubtless be made the oc-
casion for unprecedented festivities. tho
thruout Great Britain there will be some
tension until the Queen has re-crossed the
Channel in safety.

THEATRE FRANCAIS FIRE

MALEVOLENCE

in the Parisi

Paris, March 10.—Paris, which has been
vainly yearning for a sensation, found
ample excitement in the destruction of the
Theatre Francals, which ove}'snadows every
other top'c of interest, and Has afforded the
newspapers material for pages of absorbing
reading.
What Was the Origin?

The exact origin of the fire remains un-
known, but it is generally attributed to the
fusing of an electric wive. There is not a
little evidence, however, in upport of the
assertion that it was due to malevolence.
The disaster brought to light the extraor-
dipary fact that there is no fire surveil-
lance whatever in Paris theatras,
except during the time of actual perform-
ances. Thus. fire might burn for hours
during the daytime without anyone being
the wiser, Moreover, peither the iron
stage curtain nor the automatic extinguish-
ing sprays in the ceilings were found to
be in working order.

Tardy Fire Brigade.

The tardiness of the fire vrigade and the
lack of water supply formed the subject
of enquiries in the Munjeipal Council, but
Prefe¢t Lepine denied both, declaring
the only delay arose in reaching the high
roof of the building, This, however, does
not agree with the statements of e, e wit-
nesses. Little damage is noticeable from
the outside of the building, as the main
wall of the theatre surrounded by gallerles,
in whicht are situated the offices anl dress-
ing roems, is still standing, and it is now
hoped that it will be possible to reconstruct
the interior without rebullding thig wall.
The Government is acting promptiy, and
has decided that the work of reconstruc-
tion shall proceed immediately, For this
purpose a credit of 3,000,000 francs will be
asked. .
To Be Rebuilt.

It is sald that the Comedie Francaise
will be back again in their old home be-
fore aptumn.
