BACKYARD GARDEN HINTS

(By The Girl With ths Hoe.)

PRUNING THE GRAPE-VINE.

Neglected grape-vines, at this time
of high prices and food scarcity, are a
sin. A very little time spent on prun-
ing and cultivating will bring wonder-
ful results, and yet people will not

even try for these results. Pruning is
most essential in connection with the
grape, for the fruit is borne on shoots

| proceeding from the branches or canes

which were produced the previous year.
Pruning forces out new growth, which
becomes the fruit-pearing portion of
the vine next Yyear. If pruning is
there is little new growth,
and the vine tends to become sterile.
Pruning also makes spraying, cultl-
vating and harvesting easier.

When the vines are young, the great
object Is to train them so that their
form is good. A young vine, after
growing for the first season, should be |
cut back to two buds. The next sSpring!

These two must be trained to a wire
trellis, so that their growth will be
strong and straight. A convenient form
of grape trellis is but two strong wires,
one placed 30 inches above the ground |
and the other 30 inches above that.
More wires may be used if desired, but

{ off.

the two are usually sufficlent. These
wires are held in place by strong posts. |

All the suckers and unnecessary
shoots below the first wire should be
rubbed off the vine during the first
three years of growth. The vine will
then be little troubled with suckers
after it has become mature. However,
if they do appear, they should be rubbed
Often they are found slightly un-
dergrcund. These must also be re-
moved. These shoots should not be
rubbed off when _they are too short.
They should be at least three or four
inches long, and may be nine inches on
a young plant. However, they should
not be allowed to become woody before |
they are removed.

The time to prune is In the fall, win-
ter or early spring. Indeed, it may be
done any time after the leaves have
fallen in the autumn, up until the vines
begin to bleed in the spring. The re-
moving of suckers and shoots may be
done all summer, as required. Some
growers top their vines in the summer
__that is, they cut off about two feet
from the ends of the vines, to allow
light and air to get at the fruit. This,
however, is a very bad practice, as it
weakens the vines. It should never be
done unless a very rainy season has
made the leaf growth on the vines so
heavy that it is impossible for any
light and air to enter.
