TWO MORE CHARGES 
OF FORGERY LODGED

Captain Is Remanded Until 

May 7 For Hearing.
Two additional charges of forgery

DOUBTëTaCCURACY OF
TESTS MADE OF MILK

Association Hears Figures and Also 
Declares Price Too Low.

The Middlesex Milk Producers' Asso­
ciation held its regular monthly meet­
ing In the agricultural rooms on Satur­
day Several important subjects were 
discussed, among others milk testing. 
William Ellis gave a report of an offi­
cial test he has had on two cows, No. 1 
being a high-ileshed cow and No. 2 a 
thin cow. No. 1 consumed the most 
food gave the most milk, but of a 
low 'test: while No. 2 consumed less 
food, gave less milk, but of a higher 
testing quality. His test also showed 
that his cows varied as much as eight 
points from one day to the other. The 
association has also had a number of 
tests taken from the same samples of 
milk, by different individuals. In a 
very few cases were the results the 
same, and in some as much as eleven 
points of difference.

Another subject discussed was the 
price of milk. The feeling was that 
while the price (6V4 cents per quart 
to the producer) was too low, yet it 
should remain the same for some time, 
hut that the consumer was getting the 
benefit of under-paid labor.

THIS IS THE BYLAW 
ABOUT WHICH SUCH 

A NOISE WAS MADE
Much-Abused Daylight Saving 
“Scrap" Hereby Presented.
London’s daylight saving bylaw bids 

fair to become as widely heralded as 
that other “scrap of paper” which fig­
ured largely in the other big war, the 
peace terms of •which are about ready 
to be signed. While the hope is ex­
pressed that the local scrap of paper 
will not create as big a disturbance 
as its predecessor there is every indica­
tion that it has already caused no small 
stir in local circles.

Following is a copy of the bylaw as 
passed by the, council on April 4. 
Clauses one and four have been quashed 
by the courts, but Clauses two and 
four, whicli refer to the city hall em­
ployees, remain intact thus far. What 
the council will do with these two re­
mains to be seen

BYLAW NO. 5868.
To Change the Hours of Time in the 

City of London.
BE IT ENACTED by the Municipal 

Council of the Corporation of the City 
of London as follows:

1. That the hours of time in the city 
of London shall be changed by making 
them one hour earlier than Standard 
Time from the 6th day of April, A.D., 
1919, during the operation of Canada's 
railways under daylight time, and shall 
be known as daylight time.

2. That the city officials and city 
employees shall commence work ac­

cording to daylight time, and shall con­
tinue work, according to daylight time, 
from the 6th day of April, A.I».. 1919. 
during the operation ot Canada’s rail­
ways under daylight time.

3. That the city offices shall be open­
ed and closed according to the daylight 
time from the 6th days of April, A.D.
