Mexico City, June 5. Financial
restoration of Mexico is one of the most
important problems before the new
administration of this country, Gen.
Salvador Alvaradq, provisional secre-
tary of the treasury, told the Associated
Press today. He said Mexico's national
debt was approximately 540,000,000
pesos, and that it had been suggested
an  Anglo-American comumlssion of
bankers should be formed to lend Mex-
lco 100,000,000, the loan to extend over
a period of flve years.

“A step we must take to

clared, "is to reduce expenditures,
especially those for the army. A force
of 50,000 men, with not more than ten
or twelve' high chlefs,’ is' sufficient. I
expect to imake enemieg in tryinz to
perform my duty, for men defend their
pocketbooks more tenaciously than
their lives.”
