Sir Hugh Graham, Montreal, belief 
ed in the agitation for state-owned 
cables, and proposed the organization 
of a permanent commission to enquire 
Into the .subject,

Postmaster-General Buxton assured' 
the delegates of the sympathy of the 
government, which, he said, would try 
to co-operate. He" thought the cable 
companies would reduce their rates If 
assured of a larger volume of business. 
By the aid of coding the Cost of cable­
grams had often been reduced to not 
merely g penny per word, but to a far­
thing. That system, however, was not 
possible with regard to the press and 
therefore It seemed exepdlent «and right 
that special rates should be granted 
to newspapers In order to place them 
on an equality with the business man 
(Applause.) Borne companies had In­
deed recognized this by granting a 
specially reduced rate for the press 
messages.

Canada and the All-Red.
P. D. .Ross (Ottawa) moved an 

amendment advocating an all-red cable 
route by the government cable to Can­
ada, and government control of wires 
across Canada. Canada was almost 
unanimous In favor of bringing In the 
state to Improve the cable service with 
Britain. He believed 
Government had Information to the 
effect that with a state cable the cost 
of commercial messages could be re­
duced without loss to the service,

Austin Chamberlain said the prob­
lem they had to consider that day was 
one of the greatest possible Import­
ance to the development of the empire. 
Jt needed co-operation alike of the na­
tion's governments and cable 
les. (Applause),

Crosble-Roles of India, Temperley 
Fenwick and Ross spoke In favor of 
cheaper rates.

J. 8. R. Phillips of the Yorkshire 
Post thought the commercial and po­
litical classes of news ought to be dif­
ferential, so that matters of high Im­
perial Importance ought to 
In Imperial Interest somewhat at Im­
perial cost, while news of mere com­
mercial Importance to newspapers, such 
as cricket news, should not be subsi­
dized at the expense of the taxpayers.

Give the Old Onee a Chance.
81 r Hugh Graham said the only basis 

for an Improved service was cheaper 
rates. if they could get cheapened 
rates of transmission from the old 
cable companies, good and well, but If 
they did not they must lay their own 
cables, and money would be forthcom­
ing for that purpose. Referring to the 
all-red route he declared that whether 
It came in six months or a year, or 
whether they had to wait five years, 
the object must not be lost sight of, 
and no effort should be spared to bring 
it about. (Applause).

Mr. Reed's motion was then carried 
unanimously, with an addition to the 
committee of sir H. Graham. Hon. W. 
L. Lawson, Messrs. Fairfax, Brlerley, 
Bell, Phillips, A. Lawson, F. Parke, 
Banorgee and Blake. Mr. Ross's mo­
tion was then allowed to stand over.

The conference adjourned to lunch­
eon at the commons. After luncheon 
the delegates attended a garden party 
at Marlborough house, as guests of the 
prince and princess.
