OF HUNGER STRIKE

Ex-High Sheriff of Cork Indig- |
nant at Gen. MacCready's
Supposed Insinuation.

Cork, Sept. 15.—General Sir Neville
MacCready, military commander in
Ireland, in a telegram to Harold Barry,
former high sheriff of Cork, who has
been active in the interest of the
eleven hunger-striking prisoners in

the Cork jail, was considered by the
recipient to have raised the question
whether certain of the prisoners were
really on a hunger strike—an imputa-
tion which the ex-sheriff in his reply
immediately repudiated.

General MacCready's message Tre-
ferred to the prisoners Upton, Reilly
and John Peter Crowley, and said:

“I understand these men are now
on a hunger strike, but if not they
will be tried as soon as possible.”

The general said he regretted Mr.
Barry would not attempt to persuade
the men to abandon their course of
refusing food, and declared that if
any of them died of hunger the re-
sponsibility would rest largely with
those who encouraged them to persist.

TROTZKY HAS ARRIVED
AT LIDA, LITHUANIA

Copenhagen, Sept. 15-—A despatch

to the Berlinske Tidende from XKovno
reports the arrival at Lida, Lithuania,
of Leon Trotzky, Russian B-lshevik
minister of war., Lida is occupied by
Russian troops. Trotzky’'s st=y in Lida,
the despatch adds. is not connected
with the Russian offensive.

New Red armies are being organized
in the Beresina and Upper Dnieper
River districts, and Trotzky is plan-
ning a great winter campaign against
the Poles, says a Helsingfors despatch
to the Politiken.

It is reported that offensive move-
ments by the Bolsheviki have already
begun at some points on the Polish
frontier.

NO CHANCE FOR IRELAND
TO GET A HEARING

Boise, Idaho, Sept. 15.—In arguing
for the league O0f nations here last

night, Governor Cox in Answer to a
question dealt again with the Irish
question, reiterating his promise to
call it to the attention of the league
council if he should be elected.

“It's not necessary for a league to
start justice over there;” the gov-
ernor's questioner declared, but the
candidate replied that Ireland now
could not get a hearing “even in a
squire’s court,”

“Under the league,” the governor
added, “it can be ‘carried to the bar
of putlic opinion of the world.”
