London, Dee. 1—A despatch from Pet-
rograd to the Daily Mail says that as a
result of the elections to the constituent
assembly in Petrograd the Leninites won
six seats, the constitutional democrats
four, the Socialist revolutionary extrem-
ists two and the other parties were not
represented, owing to the smallness. of
their polls. The correspondent adlds
that the social revolutionary extremists
are almost indistinguishable from the
Leninites and correctly the extremist
policy will be supported by a large ma-
jority. He thinks that the’ result through-
out the country probably will reveal a
proportion similar to that in the capital.
The despatch says that Siberia  is
about to declare its independence. Min-
jsters already have been appointed and
are holding sessions in the governor’s
palace at Omsk. Considerable popular
sympathy is displayed for the move-
ment and a Siberian flag is flying in
many places.

This ' action
was taken because of the ambassador’s
participation in the inter-allied confer-
ence, which is considered a- state of-
fence, entailing a heavy penalty.

Ambassador Maklakoff, who was ap-
pointed by the Kerensky government,
arrived in Paris on Nov. 7, but up to
this time ha¢* not presented his letters
to the French government, as he has
been waiting to see what happens in
Russia. He sits in the inter-allied con-
ference by special invitation and as an
unofficial observer.

M. Maklakoff in interviews- during the
last month has expressed his opposition
to the Bolsheviki. On Nov. 26 he pre-
dicted the fall of the Maximalists with-
in a skort time.
