Pittsburg, Jan. 29—One of the big­
gest flivvers of the past season in the 
National League was “Reb” Russell of 
the Pirates.

Russell, who was acquired from 
Minneapolis in the middle of the 1922 
campaign, where his fence-busting 
proclivities were the talk of the circuit, 
failed to come anywhere near living 
up to the reputation he established in 
the association.

All told, the former White Sox 
pitcher, who took up piaying the out­
field when he lost his arm, got into 94 
games. In many of them, though, he 
only appeared in the role of pinch- 
hitter. He crashed out 84 lilts for a : 
total of 148 bases. His batting average ! 
was .291.

When Russell joined the Pittsburg 
club along in July of 1922, great things 
were expected of him. Cast adrift by 
Co mis key when his southpaw flinger 
had played itself out, the rebel person 
took up playing the outfield for the 
Millers. Always a good batter, Rus-

League umpires will not regret the 
passing of Pitcher Carl Mays from the 
Johnsonian organization.

Mays, when in his prime, depended 
upon the underhand delivery, using a 
fast ball that broke down after the 
manner of a spittcr, and a curve ball 
that would rise as it neared the plate. 
Mays delivered nine out of ten balls 
at the knee.

The low ball is the difficult one for 
the umpire to judge. With Mays pitch­
ing the umpire was constantly dis­
pleasing either the batsman or the 
pitcher.

In addition, the fact that Mays 
labored under the delusion that he 
threw nothing but strikes didn't im­
prove the position of the umpire.

Paul Berlenbach, former amateur 
middleweight champion, Monday night 
scored his twenty-third consecutive

Carbone, survivor of many 
hard-fought ring struggles, succumbed 
to Berlen bach's vicious assault in the 
sixth round of what was scheduled to 
have been a twelve-round bout on the ; 
Garden’s twin-feature card.

The bout ended forty-seven seconds j 
after the sixth round started, when 
Carbone sank to the ring floor under a 
shower of wicked left drives to the 
body and jaw. Before the punches of 
his rival sent him down and out, Car­
bone had been battered mercilessly 
about the ring, despite his game efforts 
to offset the speed and cleverness of 
his younger rival.

Six times, all told, Carbone went to 
the ring floor. On four of these occa­
sions the Brooklynite was floored by 
the power back of Berlenbach’s blows. 
Twice Carbone went down without ue- 
ing hit after missing vigorous blows. 
When he sank to the canvas in the 
sixth session after being battered help­
less on the ropes, Carbone struggled 
to regain his feet at the count of nine, 
but Referee Andy Griffin stopped and 
lifted him erect, waving Berlenbach to 
his corner, the winner.

Simultaneously Joe Jacobs, Carbone’s 
manager,' shied a towel into the ring, a 
mute token of defeat for the Brook­
lynite. Berlenbach scored his victory 

13 with comparative ease. He experienced 
— little dangerous opposition from Car-
