Believed Provisional Govem-

Debts.
(Canadian Press.)

Ottawa, July 11—With the reconstruc­
tion of the board of directors of the 
Grand Trunk Railway pending there Is 
abounding speculation as to the changes 
in the high up positions. It is strongly 
rumored that there will be an entirely 
new deal and that President Hanna and 
Vice-President Mitchell of the C. N. R., 
and President Kelly and Vice-President 
Scott of the Grand Trunk will all retire.

There is also reason to believe that 
by way of neutralizing the rivalry be­
tween Toronto and Montreal, Ottawa 
will be the executive headquarters of the 
system With “grand divisions” centered 
at Montreal, Winnipeg and Moncton.

Action, however, is not expected for a 
few weeks.

The new board will supplant the two 
boards now existing—one directing the 
Grand Trunk and the other the Canadian 
National lines, and will direct the Cana­
dian Northern, the Grand Trunk railway 
properties, the Grand Trunk Pacific, the 
Transcontinental and the Intercolonial 
and Prince Edward Island railways. It 
will have charge of an expenditure equal 
almost to the total ordinary expenditure 
of the dominion, and will have turned 
over to it properties In which the govern­
ment and public have invested more than 
$1,600,000,000.

One of the first tasks of the new board 
will be the building up of a thoroughly 
competent executive and under this head, 
it is hoped to create a distinctly Canad­
ian National personnel.» The new board, 
while proceeding to co-ordinate the sys­
tem as rapidly as possible, will also 
recommend as to the division of the 
mileage into suitable operating districts 
with regional headquarters.

It is also proposed to supplement the 
work of co-ordination by an investiga­
tion of the financial affairs and business 
methods generally of the lines whioh the 
new board will control. When questioned 
Hon. Mr. Kennedy did not confirm 
rumors that Hon. G. p. Graham may 
become head of the new national railway 
board.
