Crowd Thi s Out as Likelihood
of Lively Evidence Disappears
—Witnesses Say Less Personal
Appeal enThis Bill Than at Any
Recent Tariff Revision

Washington, June. 8—The (senate
pstruck out boldly yesterday on the. trail
of the “insidious lobby” which President
Wilson declared is operating to modify
the tariff bill. At the rate of four sen-
ators an hour the colleagues of the five
men on the investigating sub-committee
stepped ‘to the witness chair, took the
oath and then told their stories of sen-
atorial wealthi-or poverty, or moderate
circumstances of business and profess-
jonal cennections, and of their interest
or lack of it in the tariff measure.

As senator after senator denied know-
ledge -of the existence of an organized
body, declared that improper influences
havganot beem exerted upon him and
that money to influence legislation had
never appeared on the congressional ho-r
rizon at the present session, the crowd
Jost its appetite and slowly thinned out.
The trail of the lobby was hard to find
and spectators who looked for sensa-
tions went away empty-handed.

The senators who had served in cong-
ress for many years repeatedly “testified
that they believed: there was less per-
sonal appeal to members of the two
houses now than at any tariff. revision
of recent years. Nearly a.tezen and a
half senators had been examined before
the end of the night session, and while
they disclosed freely their personal busi-
ness affairs and the extent of their prop-
*ti investments, the commitfee found
no fevidence of the use of senatorial or
outside influence to improperly affect
tariff legislation. "

SEEK 10 CHECK FLOW
OF EMIGRATION FROM
-~ THE STATES TO CANADA

Politicians From Colerade and
Other Parts of West Urge Mat-

ter on President

Washington, D. C., June 8—President
Wilson has been strongly urged to
adopt a more liberal policy toward set-
tlers in Colorado and other western
states if Americans are to be kept from
going to Canada and taking up Cana-
dian lands. The complaint as to the
restrictions that have existed in prevent-
ing settlers taking up lands in the west
and turning them toward Canada was
made by Governor Ammons of Colorado,
backed by Senator Thomas and Repre-
sentative Taylor of that state.

They told the president that the great
bulk of lands desirable ‘for settlement
had been withdrawn by the government
in past years until there was. compara-
tively little left. Besides this, they said,
the policy -of the interior department
has been to hamper settlers in so many
ways as seriously to handicap efforts to
increase population by settlement.

They declared that practically every-
thing is done to prevent the acquisition
of lands rather than to promote settle-
ment by individual' settlers. .

‘There has been a decided advance in
emigration to Australia this year, and
the number of passengers who have
booked with Scottish agencies to sail
from English ports shows a larger in-
crease than ever before. There has been
a great demand for second-cabin ac-
commodation” throughout the year, in-
dicating that ' the emigrants are of a
prosperous class. ‘The majority, to judge
from the bookings, favor . the prairie
provinces, Manitoba, Saskatchewan, and
Alberta being the most popular -des-
tinations. Less than 50 per cent. of the
emigrants are agricultural laborers. Emi-
gration agencles acknowledge' that it is
becoming’ incréasingly difficult to obtain
farm-hands, the supply having been so
much depleted by the ¢migration of
former years. )

There is a. scareity of agricultural
labor in many parts of Scotland, and
improved conditions are being offered to
men who are content to stay in - the
country. Artisans engaged in the build-
ing and ‘allied trades form a large pro-
portion of this year’s emigrants, while
miners have also been conspicuous.

El Paso, Texas, June 8—Four hun-
dred are reported killed in a battle be-
tween Chihuahua city and Santa Ro-
salia, Chichuahua state. Both ' rebels
and federals withdrew after the -day’s
fighting, with the losses divided. The
federals were commanded by Colonel
Rogero, who is attempting to open the
Mexican Central Railway south of the
state capitel. He was reinforced by
General ‘Antonio: Rojas. The insur-
gents were composed of the combined
forces of Manuel Chao, Polaslio Hern-
andez and. FranciSco Pancho. .

Hanging to Ceiling In

- MISS MARY E. HENDERSON

Neighbors Missing Her, Glance
Into Window Discloses Tragedy
—Had Been at Times in The
Provincial Hospital -

The pathetic end of an . unfortunate
woman’s life was revealed last evening
when the inanimate body of Miss Mary
E .Henderson was discovered hanging in
her cottage - in Sea: street, near Bay
Shore, West End. '

The tragedy was discovered when her
neighbors became uneasy about. her on
account. of pot seeing her around. As
far as is known she had not been seen
for .a week and -an 'examination of the
body showed that she had been dead for
at least several days.v

Miss Henderson was forty-seven years
of age and during the last twenty-
seven years she had, from time to time,
been in.the Provincial Hespital, Lan-
caster.  Her attacks continued for only
two or three. months each year and dur-
ing the rest of the time she was quite
sane and was able to earn her own liv-
ing. .
Through her industry as a solicitor
for magazine subscriptions and by the
sale of fancy work which she made she
had been able to maintain “herself, and
last yvear she managed to buy the lit-
tle cottage in Sea street in which to
spend her declining years.

It is several months since she had last |
been in the hospital and up to the time |
of her death she had appeared to be in |
her usual condition of mind. There was
nothing to indicate whether her action
was due to a return of her ~mental
trouble or whether it was the act of a
woman who had found life, with her
peculiar trouble, too” hard to-bear, and
ha;l decided to take the shortest way
out.

The fact that she was missing was no-
ticed by N. McKeller, from whom she
had purchased her little home, and
when he learned of the matter he report-
ed at once to the authorities in the hos-
pital. Attendants were sent to make

they peered through the window to see
if she was inside. The shocking sight
of the* woman’s body suspended from
the ceiling by a ropc met their eyes and
from its appearance they could see that
life was extinet. The police were noti-
fied and they, in turn, sent word to

to the place and, after inguiry into the
circumstances, . gave orders
the disposal of the body.

A survey of the premises gave room
for no other theory than that of sui-
cide as nothing was disturbed and there
waé quite a large sum of money in the
house.

Prosecution Seeks to Close
Gaps in Its Case

TAX RVER 15 CALLED

Surprise chsﬁmanyinCh.r.e

Boston, June 3—Evidence intended to
close the gaps in the prosecution’s case .
by connecting President William M.
Wood, of the American Woolen Co.,and
fFrederick E, Atteaux directly with the
alleged plot to “plant” dynamite in the
houses of the textile workers at' Law-
rence was introduced by the state yes-
terday. - :

When the trial of Wood, Atteaux and
Dennis J. Collins was resumed District
Attorney Pelletier called a witness who
was - discovered only on last Saturday,
This was Artbur Pira, a taxicab chauf-
feur, who testified that on. the evening
of January. 19,1912, the date upon which
the dynamite was “planted”:he drove a
man resembling Atteaux from the Bos-
ton residence of President Wood to the
of Franklin and Washington
thence to a saloon in ‘Court
street, back again to Franklin street and
then to the club house of the Boston

Athletic Association.

Earlier. in .the trial Collins, who turn-
ed state’s evidence, told of assisting
John J. Breen in placing the explosives.
Breen, who also confesed complicity.
said that Atteaux had paid him $700 to
do the work and that Ernest W. Pit-
man, .a building contractor of Andover,
had furnished the dynamite. -
Breen’s story of Pitman’s part in the
affair was corroborated by Wm. B. Rice.
a quarryman who testified that Pitman
had obtained the explosive from him
and that he had seen the: contractor 51e-
liver the explosive to a man resembling
Breen at the corner of Franklin and
Washington streets.

Aldérmanic Committee Advise
Mayor Gayner te Tura Out

New York, June 8—The removal of
Rhinelander Waldo, as police commis-

GERNANS AND THE NEM
UNTED STATES TARF

Berlin, June 8—Two important meet-
ings were’ held here yesterday to con-
sider the question of German participa-
tion in the Panama-Pacific exposition,
but neither led to a definite decision.

Quite apart from the fact that the
iron and steel manufacturers are strong-
ly opposed to exhibiting, these present
agreed that all should wait to see whe-
ther the new American tariff measure
and methods of execution werc favor-
able to Germany, and also whether the
other leading powers decided to partici-
pate at San Francisco.

From remarks of members of the
Permanent Exposition Commis®n and
the industrial representatives, it was
learned that the most bitter objection to
the proposed tariff is on account of the
requirement that Germans musl submit
+heir hooks for inspection by the Amerl-
can consuls as a condition precedent to
exporting ic the United States.
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
