CANADIAN TRADE

Another of the famous Manchester
ships has been added to the large fleet
of that line which plies between British
and Cenadian ports. Furness, Withy
and Company, Limited, have announced
the Manchester Regiment as the latest
of that line. She will come direct to
Montreal from the shipyards of Messrs.
Purness, Withy & Company, /where
every effort has been made to turn out
as fine a vessel as modern science can
produce. This steamer has a deadweight |
of 11,592 tons, a ¢apacity of 620,000 cubie
feet for cargo purposes. She is 450 feet
.in length, 40 feet deep and has a beam
of 57 feet, 9 inches.

The deck equipment consists of twen-
ty-one cargo derricks, capable of lifting
up to twenty-five tons weight, and car-|
