IMPERIAL FEDERATION

TEXT OF SIR CHARLES TUPPER’S
RECENT SPEECH IN LONDON.

Praises for Cannda and its People—
Loyalty of the Fremch Population
—An Imperial Conference Suggested.

At the annual dinner of the Imperial
Federation league recently held in
London, Sir Charles Tupper responded
for “The Civil Service.” He. said; My
lords and gentlemen,I think I have
some reason to complain of our noble
and distinguished chairman for the
nianner in which he has proposed this
toast, so far as T am concerned it is true
that he has not exhausted the merits
of the army and the navy, but I would
ask you what hashe left me to say in
respect to the

CIVIL SERVICES OF THE CROWN ?

All that I need say is that I endorse in
the fullest manner the able and eloquent
tribute he his paid to them, and share
to the fullestextent the sentiment that
there is no one thing of which the peo-
ple of this Empire have greater reason
to be proud than of the fact that they
have maintained and are today served by
civilservants whose equal isto be found
in no other part of the world. (Cheers).
So far as Canada is concerned, the only
civil servants sent from the
country are the Governors-General, and
I need hardly say, for it is well-known
to the Canadian gentlemen here, that all
Canadians without regard to party dis-
tinctions, feel that they owe a deep
debt of gratitude to the various govern-
ments of both political parties in this
country, for the able and distinguished
men they have sent to us as our Govern-
ors-General, from the first year of our
Confederation down to the present time.
(Cheers,) I am also glad to be able tosay
in responding for this toast, that Canada
has adopted to the fullest extent the prin-
ciples that have made the Civil service
of this country so great,so important,
and so reliable. (Hear, hear.) Canada
has adopted the policy of giving the same
fixity of tenure of office, of taking meas-
ures to secure the efficient discharge of
the duties of civil servants, and has
maintained them in _their positions with
the same zealous regard for the institu-
tions of the country. (Hear, hear.)
THE EMPIRE NOT IN A STATE OF COLLAPSE.
More than this I need notsay in re-
gard to the civil serviges of the Crown,
but I may, perhaps, be expected, before
sitting down, to make some reference to
the great question of Imperial federation
so far as relates to the Dominion of Cana-
da. May I, in the first place, say that no
one has watched with greater pride than
I have done the inauguration of this policy
of -vimperial ~ federation. I may
mot' ‘have  beem able to go
86 far ‘as 'some of the zealous
friends of Imperial federation. 1 have
not, for instance, been able to go to the
length of saying that this great em-
pire is in the condition that unless some
great and radical change in its methods
f government are effected, it must
inevitably disintegrate and go to pieces.
I am not able to say that. (Hear.) And
further, I believe it is not the part of
wisdom in the interests of the Empire
that such declarations should be made
from = authorative sources at any
time or in any place. (Hear.) Yet the
agitation of Imperial federation has, in
my judgment, done a great deal for the
Empire. It has concentrated public opin-
ion, both here and in the colonies, upon
the vital importance of preserving the
Imperial connection—important in the
highest degree to the interest of the Em-
pire as a whole, and to every component
part of it. (Cheers.) In that sense it
would, I think, be impossible to over-rate
the value of the stimulue given to
public opinion by this movement. In
Canada there are many able and en-
thusiastic supporters of Imperial feder-
ation—(cheers)—but T am compelled to
admit that it is not the part of Her
Majesty’s Dominions in which the prin-
ciple of Imperial federation is most re-
quired, and perhaps this is why it has
not attracted the attention of the Govern-
ment and the leading statesmen of both
parties to a greater extent than it has
done.

5

CANADA AND THE EMPIRE.

In the first place there ig no portion of
Her Majesty’s dominions in which there
is a deeper seated and more fervid
loyalty to the Crown and British institu-
tions than in Canada. We have also
shown that the principle of Imperial
federation is not necessary to stimulate
us to discharge our duty to the mother
country in the matter of Imperial defence.
During the twenty-two years of her
short life, Canada has provided a com-
plete and efficient militia service, and a
very considerable permanent military
service—larger according to population
than that of our great neighbor to the
south (cheers), in addition to a military
school,of which no less authority than Sir
Andrew Clark has declared that it is
second to no military schoolin the world.
Canada has done this of herself ;for the

she has done more. She has contributed
no Jéss a sum than one mil-
lion pounds sterling per annum
from the first year of her existence down
to the present time ina way most es-
sential to the defence of the Empire,
namely, in the construction of that ' great
transcontinental line of railways which
not only connects the various provinces
of the Dominion and enables them to
act as one confederation,but also furnish-
. | es a great imperial and if necessary,
military highway to possessions of Her
Majesty in the East. (Cheers.) And hear
in mind also that the utility of this great
Tinperial highway in furnishing a means
of rapid transil for troops from one part
of the Empire to another is only a com-

defence and protection of her country, but | 2,000

federation or in considering any radical
and important change in the constitution
of their country when they know that
they have in existing British institutions
the greatest safegnard for their laws,
language and religion that they can have
under any system of government. (Hear.)
I give you these as reasons
why the heather has not been on fire in
Canada, why greater enthusiasm has not
been shown in the consideration of this
question in Canada. In short,Canada is
prosperous and contented, and she is
eminently satisfied with the institutions
under which she now enjoys the freest

ible mode of government—institu-
tions which are British in origin andin
character, and which we can hand down
to our @hildren to the remotest gen-
eration. (Cheers.)

A CALL FOR AN IMPERTAL CONVENTION.

Perhaps I may farther be permitted to
offer a suggestion in relation to this great
and importont question of Imperial fed-
eration. I quite agree that nothing is
more absurd than to expect that
an elaborate system of Imperial
federation can be devised and put
before the public at the outset of the
movement. We know that at this
moment the question is engaging the
attention of some of the foremost minds
of this country ; and it isin my judgment
a noble and encouraging sign of the times
to see the leading public men of both
great parties in the state equally enthus-
iastic in support of the colonial
connection — a  circumstance which
all colonists  cannot but re-
gard with unbounded pride and
pleasure. (Cheers.) But, at the same
time, it is not easy to keep up the neces-
sary amount of interest in this great agi-
tation unless some practical scheme can
be devised which will be deemed worthy
of serious and general consideration. I
believe myself that it is most important
that Her Majesty’s Government,with the
united support of Her Majesty’s Opposi-
tion, should see the necessity of sum-
moning, in this the heart of
the Empire, the representatives of all the
colonies. (Loud cheers.) It is not for the
friends of Imperial federation here to
say to the colonies scattered through the
length and breadth of the world, “You
must produce & scheme for our considera-
tion.” No progress can be made in that
way—hear—though  that  suggestion
come from a source which commands
our highest respect and ideration;
nor would it, I think, be wise that here,
in the heart of the Empire, a cast-iron
system should be devised for the consider-
ation of the colonies, who would natur-
ally be inclined to oppose that in which
they had notbeen consulted, (Hear.)I
would therefore snggest thuat means
