DUTIES ON DPIAMONDS.

A Ten Per Cont. Discriminnting LIty
Imposeéd by the United States.

New York, Oet.
eral - McKenns has sustained the cuss
tcms officials in their contention that
diamonds imported into this country
from any other country not contigueous
to Canada must pay a discriminating
duty of 10 per cent. The attorney-
general’s decision had its origin in the
case of a prominent firm of diamond im-
porters in this city, who in August last
caused to be sent by registered mail
from Amsterdam to Montreal, Canada,
a package containing brilliants valued
at $90,000. The duty cr cut diamonds
mmder the Wilson tariff then in force
was 25 per cent., but as the Canadian
tariff presceribed a duty of only 10 per
cent., the diamond importers hoped to
save 15 per cent., or $13,000. As it is
the owners of the diamonds had to pay
10 per cent. duty in Canada, the 10 per
cent, discriminating duty, and a good bit
more in the way of incidental expenses.

A Statement Showing Revenue and
Expenditure for Quarter End-
ing September 30th.

Lieut.-Col. Bliss Seriously Injured—
Mr, Tarte to Intercede on Be-
half of Grenier.

Ottawa, Oect. 15.—A statement showing
the revenue and expenditure for the-
quarter ending September 30th has been
prepared by the finance department. The
revenue for-that period was $8,314,747,
as ' compared  with $8,846,268 for the
same quarter in 1896, a deggase of $58:,~
521. There was a slight 1nerease in the
customs revenue for that qu.urterg but

theré was a large drop in excise of over .

$60,000. Expenditure was $5,477,672, as
compared with $4,663,350 for 1896. The
large difference in expenditure is due to
the fact that last year there was no
supply bill until the latter part of Sep-
tember, and consequently no money to
expend beyond what was necessary for
! salaries and statutory allowances. There

was a decrease in the public debt for the
i past month of $741,623.

WEYLER'S RECALL.

New York, Oct. 14.—A dispatch to the-
Herald from H:ivara says:

Captain-General Weyler’s rule in Cuba
wil end with the present week. General
Castellanos will act as Captain-General
until General Blaneo’s arrival in Ha-
vana from Spain, on Saturday next,.
when he will immediately take the oath:
of office.

General Weyler, although expressing
regret that he haid b:2n recalled before
he suceewded in crushing the rebellion,
takes the matter philosophically and is-
making preparations to sail en Oetober
20th, He’’persists in maintaining that
his methods are the only ones that wilk
eventually force the insurgents to sur-
render.

In the meantime the rebels show no
signs of willingness to negotiate for
peace on the basis of auntonomy. On
the contrary they are preparing to take
the aggressive. The large ferce that
started westward last week, it is report-
ed. includes an effective company of ar-
tillery.

The intention is evidently to join Gen-

eral Castellos and make a big demon-
stration in Havana province.
.In Pinar del Rio the rebels have been
active during”the past few days. They
have attacked #nd raided the town of
Calgre, killing several of the Spanisk
soldiers. .They ambushea a column of
Spanish guerrillas near Mandas, kill-
ing more than twenty.

The rebel brigade under Lorenzo at-
tacked the trocha of San Antonio and
blew up ane . f the furts, badly wound-
ing-twenty-six soldiers. The rebels them
passed through. the trocha, driving =
‘herd of cattle.
