Commission  Appointed Last

- Spring Makes lts Report.

‘Members Deolare City Should Oper-

ate Publio Utilities and Request
Voters to Take Action.

CHICAGO, Nov, 4—The Record-Her-
ald says:—"“If the city of Chicago to-
morrow was enabled by the legislature
to manufacture and sell electric light
or power and its city council by ordln-/
ance would provide for the issuance of
a series of bonds—payable solely and
only out of the income and receipts that
might be derived from the operation
of such plants—out of the pledges of
this income alone ample money would
be forthcoming from financial institu-
tions in this country, without the city
being compelled to obligate itself gen-
erally for the payment of such bonds,
and the citizens of the community
would not have to be taxed for one ad-
ditional dollar.”

The foregoing statement is one of
many notable ones made in an address
to the public of the municipal owmer-
ship commission, which was appointed
on May 12 last by Mayor Harrison. The
address was prepared by Judge Ed-
ward F. Dunne and was approved un-
animously by the members of the com-
mission,

URGES POLITICAL ACTION.,

The opening sentence of the address
makes it plain that its purpose is to in-
fluence voters to cast their ballots next

Tuesday for such camdidates for the
legislature as are especlally known toi
favor municipal ownership of public |
utilities. It declares that *“no voter
with Chicago's welfare at heart will |
heed the ordinary ties of political par- |
tisanship at this electlom.” And fur-'
ther on this declaration is made: H

“If in 1903 the city council cannot own |
and operate street cars, private enter- |
prise must. It is now or never. If ther
cify next year must deal with privatel
capital, private capital will drive its |
usual bargain. Another 20-year tran—i
chise will follow, and the citizens of
Chicago and their children for another
generation will be getting the treat-
ment they have endured for the last 20
years.”

ISSUE IS DEFINED.

The commission also avers that thé
issue is now directly between the citiz-
ens of Chicago and a coterie of private
capitalists; between public weal and
private wealth.” This warning is then
sounded: “The next legislature will
benefit or injure Chicago to an incal-
culable extent. Look up carefully the
record of every candidate for the leg-
islature, and see if he is pledged to
municipal ownership and coptrol.”

The address makes it plain that the
legislature this winter will “make or
break’ Chicago. ‘“A nfunicipal enabl-
ing act, such as Chicago wants this
winter, will have distinct effects,” de-
clares the commission, and then dis-
cusses these ‘‘effects” under three
heads, to wit:

1. It will tend to purify the admin-
istration of city government; confirm
and strengthen and materially extend
the civil service policy; give the city
authorities their one supreme safe-
guard from further forced submission
to private franchise corporations.

2. Municipal ownership will give the
people of Chicago cheaper and better
strect car service; cheaper gas and elec-
tric lighting.

3. The economic benefits of munici-
pal ownership include greater revenues
for the. city treasury.

WOULD REDUCE FARES.

Under the second head the assertion
is made that *‘the municipalization of
street rallways in the cities of Great
Britain has uniformly reduced the the
cost of transportation to an average
one penny fare, two cents.” This
sweeping declaration follows:

“If you vote for municipal candidates
at this election you are thus voting for
the regeneration of the emtire street
railway and lighting policy of the city
on co-operative public lines.” The
management of the local water plant
and ‘the electric lighting gervice are
held up as proving that ‘“municipal
ownership is a paying proposition, both
as to civil service and its financial ben-
efits to taxpayers.”

BIG PRIZE AT STAKE.

One of the strongest arguments pre-
sented as to the local situation appar-
ently is the following:

“The most valuable franchises of the
street railway companies of Chicago,
which are capitalized and paying inter-
est on $100,000,000, are expiring next
year. Their complete equipment cost
about $30,000,000. The remaining $70,000,-
000 represents the value of the  lease
of the streets given them by the city
of Chicago. Are the citizens of Chic-
ago, whose finances are so crippled
that it camnot pay its school teachers,
furnish enough policemen to guard the
streets, repair its bridges or even equip
the elevators in the city hall, prepared
to make a gift of this $70,000,000 to any
man or any corporation?”

The commission says that in reply to
specific queries “more than one-half of
the legislative candidates in Cook
county are not merely in sympathy
with municipal ownership, but- are
pledged to {ts enactment at Springfield.”
