Sir Ambrose Shea lived to the age
of eighty-seven. He was a leading
' merchant in St. John’s when he be-
| came a member of the legislature fitty-
five years ago. Before the union con-
ference he had served as speaker of
the assembly for two terms, and at
the time of the meeting he wag a mem-
ber of the administration. For nearly
twenty years thereafter Sir Ambrose
- was one of the party leaders, though

. certain troubles between the Roman

. Catholics and Orangemen deprived him
of some of the politicugoportunities
to whioch by his talents and character
he was entitled, In 1836 it was report-

ed in Newfoundland that Sir Am-
brose would, be appointed to, the
position of governor of the colony.
‘While many of his former assoclates

"‘and numerous opponents would have

' rejoiced to see him in that position,
‘party feeling runs so etrong in the
colony as to lead cautious public men
to fear that it would not be wise to
appoint a native politician in ' the
place always before filled by a stran-
ger to Newfoundland politics. The

< result was that Sir Ambrose was ap-
pointed governor and commander in
chief ‘of the Bahamas. There he re-
mained eight years. His administra-
tion has since been remembered for
the signal service done by the intro-
duction of the cultivation of sisal
hemp. 8ir Ambrose took up this: en-
terprise and persisted until he had
demonstrated that the fibre industry
could be carried on with success In the
Bahamas, He was within a year of
three Score and ten when he began his
career as a royal governor, and a
royal governor, and at the close of his
Bervice he retirgd to England, where
he spent the evening of his days, giv-
ing his attention to several financial
corporations in which he was concern-
ed. By his last marriage Sir Ambrose
Shea was connected with a distin-
guished Canadian family. ° Colonel
Joseph Bouchette ,at one time sur-

veyor general of Canada, and the
author of several comprehensive works
on the geography, topor_raphy, and
history of British America, was his
father-in-law.

THE MEETING AT PORTSMOUTH.

There is no certainty that any treaty
of Portsmouth will have a place in
history. Whatever may be the pow-
ers of the plenipotentiaries as set forth
in their commissions, they could not
be invested with the full authority
that their titles would imply. While
the formal discussion goes on at a
small dockyard town in New England
the real communications are taking
place between 8¢, Petersburg and
Tokio. The Japanese envoys. are dig-
hifled messengers. who have gone to
Portsmouth with terms of peace from
their government, They probably know
to the last detall how far these terms
may be modifled, and if circumstances
of doubt arise an interchange of oipher
messages will clear up the uncertainty
The Japanese representatives are
Statesmen of the first rank, but they
are only emissaries.

No less completely will the hands of
the Russian envoys be tied. The limits
of submission and concession are de-
términed on the Neva. What these
Hmits are will probably not be known
for some days. Russia breeds skilful
diplomatists, of a certain school. The
art of concealment and of duplicity
reaches perfection in Russian . diplo-
mati¢ intersourse.

Meanwhile it is probably a mistake
to assume that Russia has reached the
degree of humiliation which will en-
able Japan to seture even a pretended
agrveement to the terms. which her
government has in mind. Russia is
weorse beaten than she was a year ago,
or_ six months ago or three months ago.
But ghe is in seme ways better able to
keep up, the fight than she wis before
Port Arthur fell, or her own navy was
destroyed, or Sakhalin was lost. 8he
hag now only one seaport and very
few ships to lose. Her few troops on
the coast may yet escape to the in-
terior. The naval war 1s over and
done with, for it is not to be supposed
that Japan will send a fleet to the
Baltie. :

Suppose Rusela should decide that
Viedivostok cannot be held. She might
withdraw from ‘there all that is mov-
able and destroy the rest. It would
then remain for Japan to drive the
whole Russian army from “point to
point across the continent of Asia, and
for Russia to keep up a stubborn re-
sistance. A few months hence there
will be another winter. Russia could
carry on a Fabian campalgn which
would be long and costly for Japan,
and not absolutely certain as to its re-
sults.  Charles of Swederi and Na-
poleon Bonaparte had certain experi-
ences which are not forgotten in Rus-
sia.

And so we are not to suppose that
Russia will accept any conditions how-
ever hard. The negotiations at Ports
mouth have enough of uncertainty in
them to add greatly to the interest.

MR. BALFOUR IN A CONTRO-
VERSY. |

T mr. 'Bal!our ie always described as
a man of ‘singular imperturbability.
He won his first wreath of fame when
as chief eecretary for Ireland he re-
fused to be disturbed by the methods

of controversy and of obstruction then

prevalent in the Nationalist ranks.
Afterward he became eminent on ac-
count of other Qqualities and of the
influential positions which he occupied.
But Mr. Balfour'’s philosophical tem-
per and temperament has always been
an element of interest in British pub-
lic life.

It does not follow from the fact that
Mr. Balfour 18 usually calm that he
is always meek. Not even Mr. Cham-
berlain, or Mr. Lloyc-George, or Mr.
Healy can take better care of himself
in a debate than Mr. Balfour. In the

It was on this proposition
that the discussion took placs, the
closing portion of whkich is reported in
this iesue. Mr. Balfour, Sir H.
Campbell-Bannerman, Mr. Redmond
and Mr. Asquith had spoken earlier
in the debate.

It will be seen that Mr. Balfour doen
not - always return a soft answer
though he refrains from every appear-
ance of violence. :

MR. WILSON'S BODY
NOT YET RECOVERED.

Diver Has Been Sent For—Believed
Party Had to Cross Lake to Go
to Work.

The Fredericton Gleaner says:

The body of Alexander Wilson has
not yet been recovered.. A teiegram to
that effect reached the Gleaner at noon
today from @G. B, Howie, who is at
Long Lake, the scene of the accident.
The telegram said: “Body not yet
found. Diver sent for. Canoe swamp-
ed in wind.” This corroborates the
story told by the central at Edmunds-
ton as to the nature of the aecident.

‘With the help of the diver the body
should soon be recovered, as no doubt
everything in their power is being
done by the men at the lake to recover
the remains. #

Yesterday morning the central in the
telephone office at Edmundston was
called up, and In reply to a question
as to whether she knew any of the cir-
cumstances, said that even yet theyq
had heard but few of the detalls in
Edmundston.

The rumor they had heard there was
to this effect: Mr. Wilson and two
other young men were attempting to
sail across the lake by means of a sail
hoisted  in a canoe, when & sudden
squall capsized the craft, throwing all
three into the lake. Wilson was able
to swim only a Mttle. No details at all
have been heard as to the efforts of
the other two men to save Wilson, but
both were saved while he was drown-
ing. !

This was the rumor that had reached
Edmundston of the accident. A gen-
tleman connected with the same sur-
vey stated yesterday that he thought
the party were surveying on one side
of the lake and had to cross it each
night to get back to camp.

Long Lake is a very equally lake,
and being situated between hills is
open to very violent ané sudden Winds.

George Howie arrived in Clair on
Saturday evening. Last evening a
telegram was received from him dated
the night before, and that he was
leaving then for the lake. Part of the
distance between Clair and the lake is
very wild and impossible for passage
except by foot.

My, Howie also stated that the canoe
was swamped and that the body had
not yet beén recovered.

Long Lake is reported as belng be-
tween three and four hundred feet
deepe.

GAGETOWN FERRY,

Sir,—For many years a regulas ferty
for the accommodation of the general
public has been conducted between
Morris Scovi¥s and the lighthouse at
the mouth of Gagetown Creek. For
some time and up to the past spring
the ferry was run by Morris Scovil.
Last spring Mr. Scovil's time expired
and since then no person has been ap-
pointed, and as a result the public are
seriously inconvenienced. The Writer
is one who came to the ferry on Satur-
day last with a horse and carriage and
after spending a half day in an effort
to get some person to put him secross
was forced to leave hig horse at Gage-
town and walk ten miles, afterwards
80 back and ferry his horse and wagon
by steamer, besides paying the expense
of his horse’s feed and care for two
days. The above meant a loss of $5 to
him besides the inconvenience and an-
neyance, and this is only one instance.
Gagetown being the shiretown of the
county there is always considerable
traffic between the points in question.

Again, Queens Co., lying on both sides
of the St. John river, people passing
through it must c¢ross somewhere, and
the Scovil-Gagetown ferry has nearly
always been the objective point. As
is well known, people wishing to cross
will drive some little distance rather
than go to the trouble of putting their
teams on board of a steamboat, which
may or may not stop at the landing
where they may happen to wait for
the steamer, to say nothing of the ex-
tra and usually exorbitant fee they
may be forced to pay to go by steam-
er. The exeuse which may be offered
for this disgusting condition of affairs
is that no person can be engaged to
run the ferry in question. If so that
is not excuse at all as the writer was
informed by a good man that he was
open to accept the appointment ag soon
as his services were sought for.

From the above it is evident there is
gross negligence somewhere, Who is
to blame? What is going to be done
and how soon will the present condi-
tion of affairs be righted? This is a
matter than should be attendeq to at
once.

AGETYLENE EXPLOSION.

Two Bulldings Were Wrecked and uany
People Injured, Some Dangerously, in
" Caledonia, Ont., Saturday Evening,

CALEDONIA, Ont., Aug. 6.~At 8.50
Saturday evening & heavy explosion oe~
curred in the bakery of A. E. Jones.
The entire front of the bulldlng. _a.lsq
that of Geo. E., Culp’s jewelery store
immediately adjoining, were blown into
the street. The Bell telephone office
wag located within the former shop,
and it was known that a large num-
ber of people had beén within at the
time of the explosion. Contrary to
the usudl event, no fire followed and
the work of rescuing those within the
wreckéd buildings had tq‘be done in
darkness or by lanterns, Twenty-two
people were taken out in an incredibly
short time by ready volunteers assist-
ed by members of the fire brigade.
Nearly all of them required immediate
medical aid. Several are so severely
injured that at present their recovery
is dcuktful. The ‘most severely injured
are A. E. Jones, proprietor of the
bakery; Geo. Murray, Caledonia; Ger-
ard Delacherois, surveyor, Toronto;
Thos. Draper, clerk in the bakery. The
remainder escape with sprains, bruises
from falling debris and cuts from fly-
ing glass, Delacherois was taken to
the Hamilton hospita *, The remain-
der are being taken care of in their
homes by local doctors.
