coatless or sit in his shirt-sleeves. And it
social “functions” are more casual it does
not mean that those engaging in them are
released from the bonds of courtesy.

The summer hotel has had a deleterious
effect upon manners. There was a time
when its influence was far greater than it
is now. Fewer persons dwelling in cili.s
had summer houses, where they could live
in the pmivacy to which they were accus-
tomel during the winter. The tendency
was all toward a gregarious life in some
huge caiavansary, where promiscuous -
tercourse wus almost unavoidable.
arose many distressing episodes. People
made acquamniances in summer whom they
did not wish to acknowledge in wmiter.
Young persons broke through the laws of
etiquette. Girls accustomed to careful
chaperonage flirted recklessly with strange
youths, and sometimes found themselves
unpleasantly compromased in comsequence.
There were those who defended this condi-
tion of affairs on the ground that it was
“democratic.”” But democracy is a word
of various meaning; it does not imply the
social equality of imcongruous elements.
Hotel life is now a single feature only
of the holiday season. Peihaps, too, hotel
etiquette is stricter than it used to be;
if so, there is ground for satisfaction. 1t
.is far easier to make a show of good man-
ners under a formal regime than under an
informal one; the loosening of the rizid
bonds gives natural impulse a chance, and
it is then that men and women show what
they ave. It requires tact and discretion
to be friendly without being familiar, to
be counteous without encouraging imper ti-
nence. Dhe principal remains the sume in
summer as in winter manners. It is a
mistake to suppose dhat albseace from
home or from accustomed acquaintances
will excuse rudeness or vulgariby. ‘The
young “wcman who is content to be the
“summer gitl” of the comic pape:s loses
something of her womanhood in the pio-
cess; the young man wlo is guiity of
brassy impertinence becomes something
less than a gentleman. Lt would be un-
reasonable to import too many formalities
into our warm weather pursuits, or to be
so fearful of oursdves that. we cannot be
pleasant  with wellbred = persons -even
though they are sbrangers; but the dan-
ger, as a rule, i8 quite the other way.—
Providence Journal.
